May 9, 2011 – 7:00 pm to 8:00 pm
Meeting called to order at 7:05 by president Leah Markewicz. 9 teachers and board members in attendance.     
1.)        Pledge 

2.) Principal report – Mr. Bond welcomed the new PTO board and stated he is looking forward to working together. He would like to thank the PTO for a wonderful staff/teacher appreciation week. He stated that the ISTEPS were recently completed and that the fourth grade completed this test online for the first time. There was a state-wide computer glitch, but this was resolved.   

3.) Sign update (Mr. Bond) Waiting on dry weather. Will trench to place sign and connect electrical/wiring as soon as weather permits. Should be completed over the summer.
4.) Treasurer’s Report (Sharon Moder) – Report distributed to those in attendance. Approx $45,000 in the account after expenses. Carnival netted $9522.84. Next year’s budget will be approved over the summer.
5.)  Staff Appreciation report (Leah Markewicz/open) Leah reviewed the activities which occurred. 
A. Admin Professionals Day (4/27/11) – lunch out PTO gave the secretaries gift cards and Mr. Bond allowed them to go out to lunch that day.
B. Nurse's Day (5/4/11) – gift card & lunch 
C. Teacher Appreciation Week (5/2/11 to 5/6/11) – Various activities 
Feedback and suggestions from teachers/staff are welcomed. The PTO has received many thank you cards from the teachers.
6.) Pre-order school supplies – (Rollie Hollowell) Lists are in mailboxes and will go home tomorrow to parents.
7.) Community Support Plaque (Rollie Hollowell) – Recognition of local vendors whose businesses support NDES -  Dale Lutz, Nick Roberts & Dave Diddens – Will hang plaque at school which will have room to add future names. Would like to present individual plaques to the recipients at a school function.
8.) Donuts with Dad - (Bridget Hornbach/Kathy Fink) – How did it go? - April 20th  This was well received and went smoothly with several volunteers, suggestion was made to try to spread the two events (donuts with dad and muffins with mom) out…have one in the fall and one in the spring.
9.) Market Day- (Terry Luken)-Terry reports that there will be one Market Day over the summer (online orders only). She will post a reminder at the next sale pick up date and also will send home a note with the next order form later this week. She has concerns/frustration with sharing Market Day with the Intermediate School. There have been mix-ups with orders. She suggested that it would be helpful if they would either be limited to online orders only or encourage the Intermediate School to set up a separate account (with pick up still at North Dearborn). Rollie Hollowell stated he will contact Market Day and Julie Schroeder regarding this matter.
10.) Lowes outdoor classroom (Robin Kichler) – Update – surveys were being sent to teachers. Robin was not present however she did send out a second email to teachers today asking for suggestions. Will discuss at first meeting next year. 
11.) Movie Night (Rollie Hollowell) – last movie of this year was 5-6-11 – Gulliver’s Travels Well attended. Next year, would like to get a volunteer to be in charge each month so that one person is not committed to being in charge every month. Would like to get new parents involved.
12.) Muffins with Moms (Rollie Hollowell) – How did it go? - May 4th This event went well.
13.) Fundraisers (On-going) Next year, want to try to coordinate with school fundraisers as not to overwhelm parents with too many fundraisers. 
A. Snappy Tomato Night - The second Wednesday of every month will be NDES PTO night at Snappy Tomato located in Bright, Indiana.

B. Market Day (Terry Luken) – online orders only to continue over the Summer

C. SPIRITWEAR (Leah Markewicz)- Looking into other vendors and will talk with our current vendor about trying to find most efficient system to take and track orders. Decision will likely come down to price of product.
D. School Mall (online) Schoolmall.com (Rollie Hollowell)
E. Cash for Trash (Ann Behrle & Terry Luken)-  Have made $970 so far this year. Just mailed another packet. Would like to incentivize this next year to get more participation since it is an easy fundraiser. 
F. Paint It Forward (Kaylene Rush) – still awaiting report - for 2011/2012- Rollie will look into this program
G. Kroger Card Program (Leah Markewicz) – for 2011/2012- Great program with potential to raise significant amount of money. School has to buy $200 worth of gift cards initially. This fundraiser will begin in the fall.
14.) OPEN
Suggestion was made to send home an end of year flyer to parents outlining easy ways they can support the PTO over the summer (collect box tops/cash for trash, order Market Day, preorder school supplies, etc)
Another suggestion was made to develop an informational CD or bulletin board showing parents what the PTO does to benefit the school.

The fourth grade teachers in attendance are asking for a donation from the PTO to go toward an end of year party for the outgoing 4th  graders on their last day of school. In the past this was funded by the student council which is no longer functioning. Money would be used for Bouncers as well as drinks/other misc. items (students will pack their own lunches and will have the opportunity to purchase T shirts). A motion was made my Terry Luken to give $400 to this event and this motion was seconded by Beth Hornberger.  Motion passed.
