September 19, 2011  

Total Attendance:  21

Treasurer’s Report- Susan Cain

-Our fundraiser sales totaled $22,145.50 with a school profit of $10,000+. We had 190 students participate.

-Delivery of fundraiser items will be the week of October 10, 2011.

-Approved 2011-2012 PTO budget.

-Also decided that all teachers will get a $100.00 gift, this includes part-time teachers. We’ve also discussed giving a donation to the National Honor Society for the babysitting provided at our PTO meetings. - All PTO members agreed.

New business- 

-Homecoming float – discuss our theme being Smurfs for the upcoming parade on September 30th.  Next float meeting is Wednesday, September 21 at 6:00 p.m. in the Logan library, for those interested in helping.

-Deadline for shirt orders through the PTO is September 23, 2011.

-Yearbook order forms will be going home this week. This year we have switched companies and will be using Jostens.

-Mr. Harmon requested, on behalf of Mrs. Baeten and Mrs. Novack, for the PTO to pay the enrollment fee of $99.00 for Math Olympiad’s.  This is a tutoring program for grades 3-6 students who need additional help, or just have an interest in math.  All members in favor, request was approved.  This request will be paid from the PTO general fund, and not through Mini Grants, since it will provide a service to multiple grades.

Mini Grants-

-2nd grade requested to use their Mini Grant to fund the purchase of a Social Studies level reading book set to use in all 2nd grade classes. Requested amount is $500.00. All members in favor, request was approved.  The 5th and 6th grade received their grade level books for this series through the District, however, the District will no longer be purchasing them for the classes.  The Kindergarten, 1st, and 3rd grade are in need of a set, and this will be discussed at our next meeting.
-4th grade teachers, Cotton/ Hardison/ Poston, request to use their Mini Grant fund to purchase Brain Pop, which is a digital interactive teacher resource to use for Science, Social Studies, Math, and Reading. Requested amount is $189.00. All members in favor, request was approved.  This is a program that could be used through the entire school.  Discussion was had regarding purchasing the license (approx. $1,500.00) for the entire school, however, it is not known how widely used it would be.  It is requested that the 4th grade teachers utilize the program, and that other interested teachers use the 30 day free trial, and report back the level of interest amongst the teachers.  If majority agree they would regularly use the program, PTO will discuss purchasing the license.
-Melanie Campbell requested to use her Mini Grant to purchase ipod touch accessories for an ipod that she received through a different grant.  The ipod and accessories will be utilized for reading activities and will be available through checkout for all teachers to use for reading intervention. Requested amount is $150.00.  All members in favor, request was approved.  It was mentioned that there may be parents who are able to donate some of the items requested.  If that is the case, Mrs. Campbell will only purchase the additional items she needs.  She will pay for the items in advance and be reimbursed by the PTO through her Mini Grant.
-Mrs. Harrelson requested to use her Mini Grant to fund the purchase of a yearlong curriculum for young writers.  Amount requested is $150.00.  Total cost with tax and shipping is $206.13.  PTO requests to pay total $206.13.  All members in favor, request was approved.

BoxTops - Debbie Millard

-BoxTops have totaled $500.00- parents need to provide child’s name and their teacher when sending in BoxTops to ensure their student(s) receive credit for our contests this year.

-Deadlines are November 01, 2011 and April 02, 2011. We are asking to have all BoxTops turned in a week prior to each deadline.
