BUDGET UPDATES AND AMENDMENTS:
· 9/25/09:  An Officer/Coordinator Meeting was held to discuss various issues.  President, Jesse Jepson, presented the idea of increasing Preschool teacher gift money from $50 to $100.  This would require an additional $250 to go toward gift money.  The budget was reviewed and it was determined that the $250.00 set aside for Fall Festival could be utilized for the additional gift money, since there will not be a Fall Festival this year.
