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Milestone Anniversaries 
 
45TH ANNIVERSARY – JEAN CALE. When Jean joined Minisa 
Chapter in June 1962, it was still a chapter of National Secretaries 
Association. Jean was honored as Outstanding Member of the Year 
for 1993-1994 and received the Distinguished Service Award for the 
year 1994-1995. Since becoming a member of Minisa Chapter, she 

has seen our organization evolve from NSA to PSI (Professional Secretaries 
International) to today’s IAAP.   

Jean has served as chairman and member of numerous committees that include the Telephone, Chapter History, 
Education, Pow Wow and Budget committees. She has also served Minisa Chapter as Corresponding Secretary (1965-
1966), Second Vice President (1966-1967), First Vice President (1967-1968), President (1968-1969), and ex officio 
(1969-1970). Jean also attended a few international conventions.   
 
Jean‘s first job was working for a doctor’s office in Santa Monica, California, in 1944 as a receptionist and doctor’s 
assistant handling paperwork and helping patients. She held this job until 1946 or 1947 when she returned home to her 
family in Oklahoma. In 1948 Jean and her mother moved to Wichita, and she worked as a clerk at Boeing Aircraft from 
1948-1951. On March 31, 1950, Jean Edwards married Lee Cale in Caldwell, Kansas, where they had grown up and 
attended school until Jean moved to California and Lee joined the U. S. Air Force. They began their married life living in 
Wichita.   
 
From 1951-1960, Jean was a homemaker raising two children. In 1952, Jean and Lee moved to Denver where Lee 
worked until early 1954. At that time they moved back to Wichita and Lee went to work at Cessna Aircraft Company. Jean 
returned to work in 1960 at Cessna Aircraft at the Pawnee plant as secretary to an executive engineer in the engineering 
department. She was later promoted to secretary to the director of purchases. In 1966, Jean left Cessna to work as 
executive secretary to the president and owner of Wilco, Inc., a company also involved with aircraft. When Lee was laid 
off from his job at Cessna, they moved to Colorado and purchased Silver Spruce Cottages in Evergreen that rented 
weekly or monthly. In 1973, they sold the cottages and Jean became executive secretary to the pastor of the Church of 
the Hills in Evergreen. In 1977, Jean left her job at the church and she and Lee purchased The Holly Berry flower shop in 
Evergreen. They later merged the shop with another flower shop and moved it to a better location in the area and added 
bridal registry. In 1980, they sold the flower shop and moved back to Wichita in February of 1981. Although Jean had 
been living in Colorado, she paid her dues and maintained her Minisa Chapter membership while they lived there. Jean 
went back to work as a clerk at the Cessna Employees Credit Union, and she and Lee both retired from Cessna on March 
31, 1991, which was also their wedding anniversary. 
 
Jean Cale was very active in Minisa Chapter, except when she lived in Colorado. She always wanted to do what was best 
for the chapter and spoke up to present her opinion if she did not agree with discussions or motions at chapter meetings. 
Whenever she attended functions she always took pictures for the chapter history books because she believed we should 
maintain records of chapter and Kansas Division meetings and functions.   
 
On Thanksgiving evening 2001, Lee had a stroke and was later diagnosed with Alzheimer’s disease. On December 23, 
2001, Jean fell in her kitchen, which caused a bulging disk in her back that surgery did not help. She has also had both 
hips replaced. These events changed their lives forever. In late May and early June 2002, both Jean and Lee became 
residents of The Kansas Masonic Home Medical Pavilion. Lee passed away in January of 2005, but Jean is still in the 
nursing home, confined to bed or a wheelchair as she is unable to walk. She is not on very much pain medication now, so 
mentally she is doing very well.  She is also finally eating better. Jean was able to attend her granddaughter’s wedding on 
April 7, 2007, and had a marvelous time!  She is still a Minisa Chapter member, still loves the chapter, and misses not 
being able to attend the meetings and visit with Minisa members. She is amazing!

Have you ever heard of a screen capture? You've seen them before. It's a graphic of what you have on your screen, 
whatever program you are using. They are easy to create. Just use your Ctrl + Print Screen keys. It may be called 
PrntScn on your keyboard, or something similar. All this does is make a copy of whatever is on your screen, including all 
your browser buttons and little icons. It copies the image to the Windows clipboard. Then you can then paste into another 
document that will accept it, such as Word or a graphics program.  

�� �
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It creates a pretty large image, depending on your screen resolution size. (mine is 600 x 800) If you want to capture only 
the active window, without the buttons, you can also use your Alt + Print Screen keys. Just hold down the Alt key and 
press the Print Screen key. That's it! You've just made a copy of the active window, placing it on the clipboard, ready to 
insert wherever you want.

Never use a reflexive pronoun (myself, yourself, himself, herself, itself, ourselves, yourselves, themselves) as a subject or 
an object in a sentence. For example:   

INCORRECT:  For more information, contact either Ruth or myself. 

CORRECT:  For more information, contact either Ruth or me. 
 
The only proper uses of reflexive pronouns are: 

1. To direct the action expressed by the verb back to the subject. For example: “He found himself alone with his   
thoughts;” or, “She satisfied herself that the file could not be found anywhere in her manager’s office.” 

2. To emphasize a noun or pronoun already expressed. For example: “She herself couldn’t believe that she had been 
passed over for promotion;” or, “You yourself have to admit that you’re late.”

We then stopped at a few of the antique 
stores in downtown Abilene. Before heading back home, we stopped by the Russell Stover outlet store to stock up on 
much-needed chocolates.
