They have two daugh-
ters, two sons, and ten
grandchildren. They are
very active in their church.
Joe is one of the associate
ministers and Gloria is
director of public relations
and choir director.

Joe is a member of the
913" Engineering Battalion
of the Tennessee Army
National Guard stationed
at Union City, TN. He has
been deployed to Iraq
twice with his last ending
in November 2006. In
February 2007, his unit
received orders to the
Arizona/Mexico Border for
Homeland Security. This
is when their world
changed forever.

On March 27, 2007, Joe
fractured his leg and knee
in the performance of his
job. He was transferred
to the hospital where sur-
gery was performed and
returned home to his
family a few days later.
Three days later, he
suffered a stroke. It was
then they discovered an
aneurysm.

Joe underwent brain
surgery for the aneurysm.
His recovery was followed
by four additional brain
surgeries. He has had
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numerous
cations, including
strokes, seizures,
and memory loss.
Joe has spent
many long days
hospitalized and in
rehab, with Glo by &
his side. His medi-
cal condition war-
ranted his place-
ment in the Warrior
Transition Unit (WTU) at
Fort Campbell.
