As a result 

of this and his time in combat, 

Rambo struggled for many 

years through dark times filled 

with multiple suicide attempts 

and despair due to PTSD. 

 Though Rambo be-

lieves PTSD is incurable disor-

der, he feels that with the help 

of therapy soldiers can gain a 

better understanding which 

helps to control their actions. 

Rambo also found that spiritu-

ality was key to his recovery, 

allowing him to find a personal 

peace.  

 We feel very fortu-

nate to have had the opportu-

nity to meet Rambo we and 

thank him for his service to 

our country. 

 On Thursday August 

13th, a special guest paid a visit 

to the Fisher House to share 

his story with our Soldiers. 

This man is Vietnam veteran 

Ramon Robert Wilson. 

Ramon, and his experiences in 

Vietnam, were the inspiration 

behind the fictional character 

Rambo. The name ôRamboõ 

originated as a code name used 

to keep the identity of Ramon 

confidential. Now it is with 

great pride that Ramon      

answers to the name Rambo. 

His peace and confidence with 

this special name did not come 

easily or quickly and his story 

was inspirational to many of 

our Soldiers dealing with the 

stress of returning home from 

combat. 

 Rambo was a soldier 

with the 101st Airborne,  

502nd Infantry, C and A com-

panies. He served in Vietnam 

from 1965ð1966. During this 

time Rambo was involved in 

many military operations in-

cluding Operation Austin II, 

Austin VI and Operation Haw-

thorne. He lost many friends 

and came quite close to losing 

his own life. 

 As part of one of the 

first combat troops to return 

home from Vietnam, Rambo 

endured the full experience of 

 While on post for 

the Week of The Eagleõs Sa-

lute to The Troops concert, 

country singing star John Rich 

stopped by the Fisher House 

for a visit.
