Oran P. Lawler Parent Teacher Organization

Constitution

ARTICLE I

Name

The name of this organization shall be the Oran P. Lawler Parent Teacher Organization.

ARTICLE II

Purpose

The organization is to be a service organization to aid teachers and administrators of Oran P. Lawler School in providing quality education of all students.

ARTICLE III

Membership

Membership in this organization shall be open to parents, teachers or other persons interested in promoting the purpose of this organization.

ARTICLE IV

Officers

Officers of PTO shall be President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer, consisting of three parents and one teacher.

ARTICLE V

Executive Committee

The Executive Committee shall consist of the elected officers and the school principal.

ARTICLE VI

Nominations and Elections

Section 1. Officers of the PTO shall be elected the last meeting of the school term, to serve one full year and shall assume office at the close of that meeting.

Section 2. The voting body shall consist of active members in good standing who have paid their dues.

Section 3. Election shall be determined by a majority of votes cast.

Section 4. Vacancies in any office shall be filled by the executive committee for the remainder of the term of office.

ARTICLE VII

Parliamentary Procedure

The PTO will basically follow Robert’s Rules of Order, revised.

ARTICLE VIII

Amendments

The constitution and by-laws may be amended at any meeting by 2/3 majority of those members present and voting, and the proposed amendment must be submitted in writing to members at least 15 days prior to meeting.

By-Laws

ARTICLE I

Duties of Officers

Section 1.  The President shall be the chief executive of the Parent Teacher Organization.  He/she shall preside at all meetings of the Organization, the Executive Committee, and shall appoint all committees.  To be eligible to hold this office, the candidate shall have been an active member during the preceding year.

Section 2.  The vice-president shall perform those duties assigned to him/her by the president, and shall act with authority in case of absence or disability of the president.  To be eligible to hold this office, the candidate shall have been an active member during the preceding year.

Section 3.  The secretary shall keep the minutes of the Organization and the Executive Committee, and maintain the constitution and by-laws with amendments, and shall carry on the correspondence of the organization.

Section 4.  The treasurer shall receive funds in the name of the organization and disburse the same under authorization from the Executive Committee and keep a record of the membership.  He/she shall deposit funds in a bank approved by the Executive Committee and shall prepare a statement for executive and general meetings.

ARTICLE II

Committees

Section 1.  The Executive Committee of this organization shall formulate the policies for the operation of this organization and shall have the power to transact business between meetings of the organization.

Section 2.  Special committees shall be appointed by the President to serve until the special purpose for which they were appointed has been fulfilled, or until they are discharged by the President.

ARTICLE III

Dues

The annual dues for membership in the organization shall be $3.00 per person.  The dues are payable at the first meeting of each school year.

ARTICLE IV

Meetings

Section 1.  The Organization shall meet the third Thursday of each month beginning in September and meet monthly throughout the school year.  The meetings will be held at the Oran P. Lawler Elementary at 6:00 pm.

Section 2.  A special meeting may be called at any time by the president of the organization.

Section 3. The quorum for conducting business shall be determined by the members present, providing all members have been notified of the meeting.
