5th Grade: 
Students had a wonderful time at Moose Hill. They learned about rocks, minerals and 

New England soil. 

Enjoyed a visit from Siemens Co. who gave a presentation on the Dynamic Earth. Students participated in hands on activities, looking the part in their labs coats, glasses, and gloves. 
In core subjects, students working on decimals, plant study, European exploration of the Americas and grammar rules in the writing process. 

4th Grade:
A special ‘Thank you’ to PAC for providing the Discovery Museum to our 4th graders. Student learned the properties of matter, and participated in activities using CO2, bananas & flowers. 


Students continue to learn the states and their capitals. They are learning about the 5 regions of the US and landforms, and are working on elapsed time and rounding numbers.

3rd Grade:
Currently collecting non-perishable food items to donate to the Fisher House at the Veteran’s Hospital in Boston, which coincides with Mrs. Galvin’s assembly in honor of Veteran’s Day. 

Students are focusing on counting money and making change, as well as regrouping in addition and subtraction. They are continuing to study the history of Massachusetts, and as Thanksgiving approaches, they are learning about the Pilgrims’ way of life. 

2nd Grade: 
A very special ‘Thank you’ for 2nd grade’s Discovery Museum visit. The students had a  great time learning about and working with magnets. 

Students are working on solving story problems with addition and subtraction and they are working on writing their own story problems as well. 

1st Grade:
First graders are learning about what makes a “Community”. They are reading stories and participating in discussions which highlight this theme. 


They are learning addition and subtraction numbers to 12, and are focusing on Family Traditions as they pertain to Thanksgiving. 

K:
Kindergartners continue working on isolating sounds in words, identifying different sounds in words, and associating individuals sounds with their letters for the purpose of reading and writing. 


We have begun learning about the 1st Thanksgiving. We are reading stories and discussing the history of Pilgrims and the Native Americans.


We enjoyed Teddy Bear Day! The children looked adorable in their pajamas with their favorite stuffed animals. We created our own TeddyBears and watched the story of “Ira Sleeps Over” to culminate our day.
