O Please amive at least 30 minutes before the show for briefing and logistics and plan to
stay until the un-veiling of selected art picces at the end. If you cannot attend the en-
tire show, please let us know as soon as possible so a replacement judge can be lo-
cated.

O For the integrity of the show, it is important to keep outside influences to a mini-
mum. Thercfore, you will not be identified as a judge except to the PTO board and
your judging partners. Currently the judging panel consists of, one high school art
student, one community member, one Vale teacher, one parent and one member from
the Wenatchee Valley College.

I Itis not necessary to inspect art pieces as a group and we encourage you to take the
entire 2 1/2 hours to choose carefully. There will be one student ffom each grade
who’s piece will be chosen as the most remarkable. We caution using the word
“winner’ because each child who has the courage to enter this event is a winter.

O Each judge reviews art pieces and selects their top choices on the judging form.
When each judge is confident of their choices they will meet in the stafflounge to
compare notes and arrive at a consensus resulting in one piece chosen from each
grade. Inthe event one cannot be singled out, the numbers will be placed in a hat
and selected at random.

Our goal is to encourage kids to be involved and reward creativity, effort and originality.

Hors d'ouevuers will be served in the cafeteria and art pieces will be display ed throughout the schoal
(depending on the amount of entries we receive)

Each child who enters receives an “outstanding effort” ribbon. Selected entries receive a large rosette
ribbon and a basket of art supplies.
