Only two undefeated teams left in Division 1 
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Only two teams remain unbeaten in Central Mass. Division 1 play, and Saturday afternoon they meet in Shrewsbury. 

St. John's, which is hosting the game, is 6-2 overall and 4-0 in league play. Leominster is 5-3 overall with all three losses coming against Eastern Mass. powers and is similarly 4-0 in league play. 

Saturday's winner won't clinch a berth in the Super Bowl since Shrewsbury is sitting there with one loss in the league and two league games remain for both Leominster and St. John's, but the winner will be in control of its own destiny. 

This is a big game for the league situation," said Leominster head coach John Dubzinski. "On offense they have a veteran tailback, a two-year starter, their quarterback is a two-year starter, the tight end is a two-year starter and two of the offensive linemen are two-years starters so they have a veteran group. They will really test our defense." 

The St. John's quarterback is Eric Dickson, who has thrown for 500 yards and five touchdowns, 380 of those yards and four of those touchdowns to receiver Ross Pentland. 

"Their quarterback is a good runner," said Dubzinski. "He's shifty, and he can also throw the ball." 

Leominster has ridden the legs of running back tandem Adam Cordio and Anthony Bizzotto all season, and will win or lose Saturday on the strength of those two along with the play of the Blue Devil offensive line. 

But Dubzinski said that in order to beat St. John's, Leominster will need some other players to make big plays as well. 

Cordio leads Leominster with 805 yards rushing on 105 carries, an average of 7.7 yards per carry. He's also scored nine touchdowns and converted seven two-point attempts for 68 points. Bizzotto, meanwhile, has amassed 718 yards on 71 carries, an average of 10.1 yards per carry. Bizzotto has 58 points on nine touchdowns and two two-point conversions. 

"I think we have to get some plays from our quarterback, Derek Craig," he said. "They gang up on our running backs so we'll need to get some plays from other people." 

Dubzinski added that Leominster is a little healthier than it has been in recent weeks when some nagging injuries slowed certain players, as did a number of kids getting sick. 

"Practice has gone well," said Dubzinski. "But it gets dark early now. Now it's November so it's cold, real football weather."
