Liturgical Bingo

Need:  Poster board, milk caps to be markers.

Directions:  Cut poster board into bingo card size and draw a bingo board consisting of at least 9 squares.  In the squares put an answer from the Liturgical Bingo questions (make each card different) or pictures of items used during Mass for younger students.  (Put clear contact paper on the cards and they will last for years).

Students play regular bingo, but they answer questions about Liturgical items used at Mass.  The teacher asks one student at a time a question from the list below.  The student answers the question and the class looks for the word on their bingo card.  The first student who gets three in a row (up, down, across, or diagonal) on their bingo card first, wins.

Liturgical Bingo Questions:  (ask questions that are age appropriate)
Alb- white robe worn over street clothes, priests, deacons

Altar- the table of the Lord in the sanctuary

Altar Cloth- the tablecloth for the altar

Ambo- the place where the Word of God is proclaimed

Aspergillum- the holy water sprinkler

Bells- rung during the consecration of the Mass.

Boat- the container for incense.

Cassock- black/red/white vestment worn by altar servers and priest

Chalice- cup used by the priest/Eucharistic ministers for the Blood of Christ

Chasuble- colored vestment worn only by the priest

Ciborium- cup with a lid for the Body of Christ in the Tabernacle

Cincture- cord used as a belt for the alb.

Corporal- small white cloth placed in the center of the altar

Credence Table- the small table off to one side of the sanctuary for sacred vessels

Cruets- small pitchers of water and wine for the mass

Finger Bowl- small bowl for priest to wash hands during the Liturgy of Eucharist.

Lectern- the podium where the lector reads the Lectionary at Mass

Lectionary- the book of scriptures read at the liturgy of the Word

Pall- stiff, white board placed over the chalice

Paschal Candle- the large ornate candle used at funerals, baptisms, and Easter until Pentecost

Paten- small dish usually used with the chalice

Peplum- (Chalice Veil) a cloth covering used to hide the chalice and paten up to the offertory and after Communion.  It is selected by the liturgical color for the service.

Pew- a wooden bench with a straight back that you sit in during Mass.

Presider’s Chair- The priests who presides at Mass stands at the chair for opening rites, sits in the chair for Scripture Readings, and stands at the chair again for the communion prayer and concluding rites.

Processional Cross- the cross carried in and out of the Mass

Purificator- small white cloth used with the chalice

Sacramentary- the book the priest prays from during the Mass at the altar

Sacristy- the room where priests vest before Mass

Sanctuary- the sacred space elevated before the congregation.

Sanctuary Lamp- a special lamp, fueled by oil or wax that is kept alight to indicate and honor the presence of Christ.

Stole- long scarf worn by the priest around his neck and down the front of him

Stoup- the holy water fountains or font at the entrances of the church

Tabernacle- the ornate receptacle used to place the Body of Christ

Thurible- container for burning incense.

Vestments- special robes worn by the clergy in performing the ceremonies of the services of the Church
