Pride 

Introduction:  Write PRIDE on the board.  Say:  Pride is a feeling of superiority.  This haughty attitude is shown by someone who believes they are greater than, more important, more deserving, or more qualified than anyone else.  This arrogance deceives us and tries to make us believe that we do not need God or others and we only need ourselves.  Another face of pride is self-righteousness.  Self righteousness is setting oneself above others and letting everyone know that they are better than others.  It is the belief that says, “My way is right and no other way is right.”
Pride hardens the mind and refuses to hear the wisdom of anyone. It closes us off from others and from God; it rejects all other wisdom. This closed mindedness brings consequences.  Rejecting God’s help and direction hinders our spiritual growth, making us less useful to Him.  Pride blackens the soul and if it goes unchecked, it can lead to the hardening of the heart that condemns those who refuse to accept anything greater than them.
Directions:  Place the Game Cards in a basket near the game board.  Toss a coin to find out who goes first.  Put your markers on START.  Roll the die and follow the directions on the space you land on. If you land on a space that has a PRIDE on it, the person on your right draws a card and reads it out loud.  On each card is a situation that you must identify whether it is about pride or being humble.  If you are incorrect, you receive a PRIDE token.  If you land on a Peacock, you must tell about a time you were full of pride.  If you land on Humble Pie, you must tell about a time you were humble.  The player that has the least amount of PRIDE tokens wins the game.  

*As you play the game, take advantage of natural opportunities to highlight behaviors that facilitate or impeded being humble.  Discuss with the students why someone would be full of pride.  You could also ask, “What do you think of Steve’s answer?” or “What should you say or do in this situation?” or “What is the worse thing someone could say or do in this situation?” or “Why is it the proper thing to say or do in this situation?” or “Why do you think this situation is being full of pride or being humble?”  Etc.  When appropriate, reinforce a variety of ways to say or do things properly.  

Continue game as time permits or until the student’s attention wanes.    

NOTE:  While playing this game be sure to respect individual differences and preferences.
