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Who Gave Thanks To God?








Directions:  Cards are laid out in a grid face down and players take turns flipping pairs of cards over.  On each turn, the player will turn over two cards (one at a time) and will read them out loud. The player keeps them if they match (the question card is answered correctly by matching it with the proper picture card). The cards are color coded to avoid confusion of which pair of cards match (each matching pair shares the same text box color).  If the player successfully match a pair of cards, that player also gets to take another turn. When a player turns over two cards that do not go together, those cards are turned face down again where they were found and it becomes the next player’s turn.  


The object of the game is to match more pairs of cards than the opposing player(s).  (One point is scored for each matched pair, and the player with the highest score after all cards have been matched wins.)  When cards are turned over, it is important to remember where they are for when the matching card is turned up later in the game.
