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I.  Call to Order and Introductions

The meeting was called to order at 9:35 a.m. by Chair Doris Witherspoon.
Introductions were made.  The following individuals were present:  Susan Cancro (Advent House), A.M. Dean (American Red Cross – Mid-Michigan), Marina Poroshin (CACS), Maureen Moloney (CMH of CEI Counties), Stephanie Gingerich (City of East Lansing), Doris Witherspoon (City of Lansing - DPND), Joan Jackson Johnson (City of Lansing-HRCS), Tina Ramos (City of Lansing – HRCS), Susan Shoultz (EVE), Lynne Martinez (GLHC), Angie Mayeaux (Haven House), Patti Howland (LAAN), Mark Criss (LCRM), Lisa Cooper (LCRM Family Center), Ray Thibeault (Loaves and Fishes), Kirsten Gonzales (Loaves and Fishes), Dagmar McKinney (McKinney LLC), Doris Hendrix (STVCC), Bonnie Nicholas (Sparrow’s Nest), Juanita Garcia (U.S. Dept. of Census), and Darla Dowker Jackson (GLHRN).  
Lynne Martinez asked for the item of support for project-based vouchers for Ballentine be added to the agenda. 

II. Review and Acceptance of July 16, 2009 minutes:

 Angie Mayeaux moved to accept the minutes.  Patti Howland seconded the motion.  The motion passed.
III. Reports
A. GLHRN Chair Report – Doris Witherspoon
Doris thanked those who worked on the HPRP application for their diligence, and stated that further meetings are needed to prepare for the implementation of that program.  Doris gave an overview of the MSHDA HPRP training.   The MSHDA Homeless Summit will take place October 22-23.  More HARP vouchers may become available in January.
B. GLHRN Committee Reports


1.  HMIS – Joan Jackson Johnson
The hardware and software have been ordered for SkanPoint, with the goal of having all agencies that wish to use it operating it in time for Project Homeless Connect.  A number of individuals toured a facility in Detroit to see how SkanPoint is used.  Matt Stevenson is finalizing the 2008 client report.

2. Strategy and Funding Committee – Doris Witherspoon
The STVCC SSO contract has been terminated, and approximately $64,000 will be reallocated.  The City will provide more information about the SSO reallocation  at a future date.  The 2009 HUD registration is complete.  There will be a meeting of a few individuals to have a discussion surrounding discharge planning.  The September meeting will be on September 17 at 8:30 at Advent House.


3.  Membership Committee – Sue Shoultz
The committee did not meet.
4. Front Line Workers – Patti Howland
Maureen Moloney and Stefanie Zin were the guest speakers, as well as a group of landlords.  Patti stressed the importance of Front Line Workers staff at the meeting.
5.  Human Services – Maureen Moloney
Joan Jackson Johnson provided an update about the evacuation of the Deluxe Inn.  There will be no meeting in September, but the October meeting will focus on expediting prevention funding to those that need it.
6. Project Homeless Connect – Patti Howland
The service providers have been mostly solidified, and the event is in need of volunteers.  Approximately 75 individuals have signed up through the City of Lansing to volunteer.  The City of Lansing has secured a number of services.  An individual or organization that can provide pedicures is needed.
B. MSHDA Region 7 – Darla Dowker Jackson
The region discussed transportation issues with a representative from Public Policy Associates.  The group was given an overview of Lenawee County’s Ten Year Plan.  MSHDA will soon have webinar trainings available for HPRP.  MICAH will soon have Americorps opportunities available.  A Bridges Out of Poverty training will be available in Ithaca in October.  The regional Voices for Action group met to discuss and plan regional event.  Anyone who is interested is welcome to attend.
C. City of Lansing – Joan Jackson Johnson
The Deluxe Inn has been evacuated and its residents relocated.  Follow up will be provided to its former residents, who have mostly been placed in housing.  Joan urged discussing the issue of sheltering sex offenders in the future.
The CoC is registered for HUD Exhibit 1.  Tina Ramos urged the subcommittee to review the NOFA.  HRCS and DPND will be meeting with CACS and Legal Services in the near future to hash out the details of HPRP. 
E. Community Mental Health  - Maureen Moloney
CMH is meeting with DHS to discuss an outstationed DHS worker.
F. Ten Year Plan

The Executive Committee is reviewing the Ten Year Plan and will discuss what steps should be taken next.
IV. Agency Presentation: EVE – Sue Shoultz
EVE was founded as the Council Against Domestic Assault in 1977.  There is a 24 hour crisis line, emergency shelter, family counseling, advocacy, parenting support, personal protection assistance and court support, and community education.  A quarter of their budget comes from the Department of Justice Violence Against Women Act, which requires the agency to provide specific services.   The Violence Against Women Act renewal of 2005 restricted the release of information of domestic violence victims, which creates issues when the agency wishes to collaborate.  Services are empowerment-based and provided as requested.  The facility has 30 beds.
V. New Business
Lynne Martinez requested a letter of support for GLHC Ballentine Project, which would provide 18 project-based vouchers.  The units would provide permanent supportive housing for up to 15 years, the duration of the tax credits.  The tax credits received in 2008 were given back  and GLHC will receive 2009 tax credits.  GLHC hopes to have the project complete in November.  Ray Thibeault made a motion to approve the request.  Joan Jackson seconded the motion.  The motion passed.
Juanita Garcia explained the role of the U.S. Census and stated that the Department of Census is looking to partner with agencies that serve harder to count populations.  The Department of Census is starting testing in September for temporary positions for the upcoming census.

Haven House has a job opening for the weekend shift, approximately 25 hours per week.
The One Book, One Community book author Steve Lopez will be speaking at August 30 East Lansing High School and at Breslin Center August 31.
