The National Association of Black Automotive Suppliers (NABAS) scholarship is a stipend of up to $5,000 per year for up to five years that can be used for tuition, room, board and fees at a college or university of the awardees’ choice. It is awarded to graduating African-American students who have outstanding academic and community leadership and who plan to enroll full-time in engineering, technology, business or a related curriculum. 

The NABAS Scholarship Purpose 
The intent of the NABAS scholarship is to provide financial and academic support to high achieving African-American students who intend to pursue careers in or related to the automotive industry. The scholarship efforts are intended to meet three goals: 

· To encourage students to develop entrepreneurial skills this may lead to an increase in the number of African-American automotive suppliers. 

· To recognize the accomplishments of outstanding African-American students and to encourage their entry into technology and business careers. 

· To provide highly qualified African-American recruits to meet our hiring objectives. 

Eligibility 
To be considered for the NABAS Scholarship, potential scholars must meet the following criteria: 

· Be a graduating African-American high school senior 

· Be a U.S. citizen 

· Plan to be enrolled in a full-time undergraduate engineering, technology, business, or a related curriculum of interest to NABAS 

· Posses a cumulative 3.0 GPA or better on a 4.0 scale.
