The meeting was called to order at 6:33 p.m. by President Jennifer Welch.  Instead of individual introductions, Jennifer asked members to wear nametags and print their name on a General Attendance Sheet.  At each meeting, PTO awards $10.00 to the Lake Center teacher who has the most parents present at the meeting. Teacher’s names are located in the colored folders. If you have more than one child at Lake Center, sign each class list.

MINUTES:
The Minutes for the October 8, 2007 Regular Meeting were reviewed and discussed. After review, Joy Huitema motioned to accept the Minutes as written with the noted correction.  Donna Bourbeau second.  The motion passed without objection with the correction that the Midland Fall Fundraiser pick-up date is Monday, November 5, 2007, not Tuesday.

TREASURER’S REPORT:
A Treasurer’s Report and memo, submitted by Dana Pope, were reviewed and discussed. A Meijer Community Rewards summary sheet was distributed. The balance in the Flagstar account as of 11/11/07 is $39,281.21.  This number is inflated because it includes the gross sales amount from the fall fundraiser.  It does not include the bill we will receive from Midland, nor the taxes that will be due on non-food items.  Joy Huitema motioned to accept the report as given.  Stacey West second.  The motion was passed without objection. 

SCHOOL NEWS:

· Proposal 1 and Proposal 2 passed.  The new Lake Center building will be completed and open to staff and students for the 2010-2011 school year.

The Redistricting Committee, comprised of staff and Lake Center parents Missy Behnke and Tom Huitema, met this month.  They will begin meeting more seriously in January.

· Conferences are being held November 19th & 20th.  November 20th and 21st are half days.

· Thanksgiving Break is November 22nd and 23rd.  No school in session.

· Winter Break begins December 24th.  School resumes on Monday, January 7, 2008.

ONGOING PROGRAMS:

· Campbell Soup Labels/Labels for Education:  Barb Poliak, Coordinator, consulted Mrs. Shockley and Mrs. Sohlich about what to use the Campbell Soup label points for, and they recommended redeeming them for DVD/VCR decks (8,000 points each).  Barb will contact Susan Talanda about making them available in the library for teachers to use.  It was mentioned that with the bond issue passing, all teachers will probably get a DVD player for their room, and we should consider other uses for the points.  Barb will inquire.  PTO members clipped Campbell soup labels during the meeting.
· Box Tops:  Earn cash for LCE every time you shop for groceries, shop online at the Box Tops Marketplace or order books through the Box Tops Book Club.  Heather Benedict, Coordinator, made available the Box Tops Newsletter and informational handouts regarding these Box Top programs.
NEW BUSINESS:

· Soup, Salad, Rolls & Dessert will be provided for teachers after school on Monday, November 19th before conferences.  PTO members will provide food donations.  PTO will provide paper products.  A sign-up sheet was circulated during the meeting.  The food should be dropped off by 3:30 p.m. and picked up by 6:00 p.m.

· Movie Night:  Stacey West reported that Shrek III would be shown on Friday, December 7th.  Beth Wolfe circulated a sign-up sheet asking for volunteers to help with the December 7th and January 11th Movie Nights.
· Popcorn Day:  Contact Dana Pope if you can help at the next two Popcorn Days, December 7th and January 11th.
· Great Skate Night:  Michelle Lewis, Coordinator, reported everyone had a great time at the recent roller skating event at Great Skate.  The next one is scheduled for December 13, 2007.
· Mom’s Marketplace is scheduled for February 22, 2008, 6:00-9:00 p.m. in the LCE gym. Tracy Matthews, Coordinator, gave an update on the status of the event and reported she has a diverse group of vendors participating so far.  A flyer was sent home with students today. Lake Center families with home-based businesses are being invited first to participate in this fundraiser before opening it to other businesses.  Tracy should meet with Jennifer Welch to go over details and get postage money for contracts.
· Holiday Boutique:  Coordinators Donna Bourbeau and Kim Bateman reported on the status of the boutique, an annual Holiday shopping opportunity offered to Lake Center students.  Donna and Kim have already purchased inexpensive (but nice!) items from Fun Services, a company in Bellevue.  The company provides gift bags, which makes wrapping easy.  A sign-up sheet was circulated asking for volunteers to help with set up on Tuesday, Dec. 11th, to work the sale on December 12-14, and to help with clean up on Friday, December 14th.
· Gift Wrapping Committee:  Missy Behnke, Coordinator, reported that the committee decided not to pursue an evening of gift wrapping at Lake Center this year, but will instead gather information from local businesses and possibly offer an opportunity next year.  She did suggest an alternative for this year, wrapping books at Barnes & Noble on Saturday, November 24th and Sunday, December 16th from 11-7 p.m.  B & N provides tables, tape and paper.  PTO provides two volunteers per shift. Customers can give a donation for the service.  A sign-up sheet was circulated.  Stacey Hunter volunteered to make a sign for the wrapping station.
· Fundraiser Committee:  Jennifer Welch explained that this committee has been formed to investigate fundraising opportunities that will bring in large amounts of money (mainly to compensate for the loss of money once derived from Meijer Rewards.)  Gail Liebrich and Stacey West volunteered to join Jennifer Welch, Dana Pope and Donna Bourbeau on this committee.  They will meet in December to brainstorm ideas.  PTO members are welcome to submit fundraising ideas to this committee for review.  It was suggested that the committee consider SCRIP.
· The Wall (Recess Time Out):  Gail Liebrich voiced a concern about entire classes and grade levels being put on The Wall outside during recess because of lunchroom behavior.  There was much discussion on this topic.  Several suggestions were made.  Mr. Root said concerned parents should contact him.
      OLD BUSINESS:
· Student Directories arrived today.  The Advertising Committee was commended for their hard work!  They collected ads totaling $525.00.  PTO budgeted $700.00 for this project.  Megee Printing charged us $569.89.
· Spaghetti Supper/Raffle/Auction:  November 8, 2007
Jennifer Welch, Spaghetti Supper Co-chair, thanked the volunteers who helped with the supper.  Laurie Neeb, Spaghetti Supper Co-chair, reported that 521 meals were served!  The cookies that were ordered didn’t come in, so Sam’s Club gave us $170.00 worth of cookies free.  It was suggested that next year a sign be posted noting food allergy concerns.  How to encourage pre-sale tickets to prevent fewer leftovers is a continual concern.  A $1000.00 profit was made on this fundraiser.

Joy Huitema reported that the auction and raffle went very well overall.  The Raffle/Auction Committee, comprised of Joy Huitema, Missy Behnke, Dana Pope, Chris Teugh, Jennifer Welch and Stacey West, will meet again to talk about the event. Comments can be e-mailed to Joy Huitema at Joy@Huitema.com.  It was noted that we ran out of raffle tickets during the evening.

· Midland Fall Fundraiser:  Donna Bourbeau, Coordinator, reported that products were picked up on November 5th, prizes were distributed to grade level winners, and the top sellers will have a pizza party and a limo ride on November 16, 2007.  Donna has a list of the winners.  Donna reported that we haven’t received the bill from Midland yet, but that LCE students sold approximately $19,000 worth of products.  Our PTO will receive 40% of the sales.

· New Logo:  The Logo Committee, comprised of Tina Schmidt, Tina Mason and Barb Robinson, presented three Lake Center logos.  Each logo was shown in color, black and white and on a check.  There was much discussion about how to proceed with the logo selection.  Should LCE students have the opportunity to vote on the logo they like best or should the members at the PTO meeting this evening select one?  We voted on this issue, and it was decided that PTO members this evening would vote for one of the logo choices.  Option 3 won.

· Spirit Wear Items:  a Spirit Wear Committee, comprised of Tina Schmidt, Tina Mason, Stacey Hunter and Stacey West, was formed this evening to look at options, companies and pricing.  They will report at the January meeting.  Stacey West inquired about a pre-Christmas clothing sale with our new logo, but Jennifer Welch suggested PTO have a spirit wear sale in spring after the committee has the opportunity to investigate different options and reported back to PTO.   The LCE silicone bracelets and window decals have arrived and will be sold at conferences and movie night.
