Monsanto Seed Recordkeeping – Clarifications / Damaged & Carryover Seed

Clarification on the New PF&QF/Monsanto Seed Recordkeeping (DeKalb Seed and other brands)—
This is important!  We need 100% Compliance with recordkeeping.  All bags of seed must be accounted for.
Roundup Ready Corn—
· Monsanto Wildlife Technology Stewardship Agreement – The landowner/cooperator that receives RR Corn must sign and receive a copy before getting seed.
· A cooperator only needs to sign one MWTS Agreement no matter what # of bags he receives.
· Conservation Seed Log – The # of units of RR Corn received is entered in the spreadsheet, along with the name, address and contact information for the landowner/cooperator.
Sorghums—
· The Monsanto Wildlife Technology Stewardship Agreement is not required for sorghum.

· Conservation Seed Log – The # of units of sorghum received is entered in the spreadsheet, along with the name, address and contact information for the landowner/cooperator.

On Damaged Bags and Seed—
· Bags with product that is damaged beyond use should be accounted as “Seed Damaged Beyond Use”

· We need an accounting of the number of bags

· We need an indication of what the damage was, and how the seed was disposed of

· Disposal of seed– 
1.
Seed can be disposed of by working into the soil in the process of a planting operation (as an example, as in a native grass planting that incorporates tillage where corn or sorghum is used as a “cover crop”, spread on prepared ground and harrowed in, or similar).
2.
Seed cannot be fed or buried except as part of an agricultural operation like planting
3.
This seed may not be dumped in a landfill or other similar operation
On Leftover Seed—
· Carryover Seed should be shown as “Seed in Inventory”.  Note this in the Seed Log spreadsheet.

· This seed will need to be accounted for if it is given out at any point in the future, including next season

· Seed dispersed in any manner needs to be accounted for, and is documented for all cooperators in the same manner.
Record Reporting—
All records are to be sent to me at the address below when seed distribution has concluded.  That includes both copies of every Monsanto Wildlife Technology Stewardship Agreement and the Conservation Seed Log spreadsheets.
