enrolling in  the program,
participants do not enter into a
landlord-tenant relationship with
Loaves and Fishes.
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Participants must be:

- A single man or woman with
children.

- Working, in school, or in the Work
First program

- 30 days sober

- Willing to make a life change



Families are expected to stay for a
minimum of six months and may stay
for up to two years.

Families go through a 30-day
probationary period

- No visitors
- No overnights

Curfew is 10pm Sunday-Thursday and
12a.m. on Fridays and Saturdays
No drinking or drug use while in the
program
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Children’s safety and well-being are top
priority

School age children must attend school

All childcare must be provided off-site

On school nights, children under 12 must
be in bed by 9pm

On non-school nights, all children should
be in bed by 11pm

Visiting hours are 12-8pm
No visitors of the opposite sex

Only 2 visitors per guest and 3
visitors total are allowed at one time
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Participants are responsible for
cleaning their suites and common
areas once a week and maintaining
the yard. Cleaning supplies will be
provided

Weekly inspections will be made
Each participant is responsible for
all meals for their families. Food is
to be eaten only in the kitchen and
dining room

Each participant is assigned
laundry days and laundry is to be
completed between 7am and
11pm
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Participants receive keys and special
exterior locks, requiring participant
codes, have been installed

No weapons, violence or verbal
abuse

No sexual activity
No stealing

Smoking is allowed only on the front
and back porch

Storage space is limited

No one is to sleep in the common
areas

No pets

Minor maintenance work must be
done by the participants

Credit reports will be obtained

Treat other participants and staff with
courtesy and respect
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Program for women with children in
Foster Care.

Participants must receive custody of
children within 180 days.
Compliance with CPS plan is
mandatory. If the plan is not
followed, participant will be asked to
leave the program.

A release of information allowing
L&F staff to coordinate services with
CPS must be signed.

Housing is provided free of
charge. Fees cover services
rendered through the program

Initial enroliment fee is $200

Monthly program fee is $200

o Due on the 1* of the
month

Refundable Key Deposit is $20

A documented verbal warning
(unless the violation is of a
serious and/or threatening
nature — in those situation
violations will result in
immediate loss of residency and
termination from the program.
A written violation and full staff
review to reassess suitability for
continuation in the program.
Staff will determine appropriate
response

A third violation will result in
termination from the program
and a 48 hour notice to vacate
the property
