MOPPETS Guidelines 
1. Don't worry!  All of our MOPPETS childcare volunteers are wonderful, caring people.  Each person agreed to help with the MOPPETS program because they love children and are excited about the opportunity to teach and care for your children.  They have reviewed all the MOPS guidelines for working with and caring for children, and will take very good care of your children.

2. If your children have any special needs, allergies, or anything else of which the volunteers should be made aware, please contact our MOPPETS coordinators.

3. Please label all your child's accessories (diaper bags, bottles, pacifiers, etc.) with his or her first and last name.

4. We ask that you do not check on your children throughout the meeting because it often causes the children to become upset.  If your child needs you, someone will come to the MOPS room to find you.  You can then leave the meeting to handle the situation outside the MOPS room and away from the other children.

5. If your child is having separation anxiety and you would like to stay in the MOPPETS room, feel free to do so.  However, once you decide to leave, please try to avoid returning and allow a childcare volunteer to come and get you if your child is still having trouble.

6. Please pick up your children promptly after the meeting.  Our volunteers need to clean up and enjoy refreshments provided for them.  Your consideration is greatly appreciated.

7. Please do not bring your children to MOPPETS before 9:30 a.m. (unless you come early for set-up) because the volunteers are preparing the rooms.
