Silver Lake Day Camp Behavioral Contract – 
Camp Aide and Unit Assistant
As a volunteer at day camp you are expected to be a role model for the girls. All of this will be covered in caddie training, but we want to make sure there are no misunderstandings about your volunteer position at camp. 
You will: 

· Be a team player. You are part of a unit. You will be working with your leaders and other caddies. Participation is necessary. 

· Have a positive attitude. The girls focus on you. You need to put aside any personal issues and be positive and upbeat. Any attitude toward the Directors, leaders, or other camp staff will not be tolerated. 

· Follow all directions the first time they are given. Directing a camp is a lot of work. You are expected to do what you are asked when you are asked to do it. 

· Dress appropriately. Some fashions may be appropriate for you to wear with your friends, but not around little girls. Your clothing must be non-offensive and cover your underclothes. If you are not sure, wear something else. Please wear your vest or other GS wear.
· Use appropriate language. Saying something inappropriate can be just as bad as doing it. This includes swearing of any kind, conversations about dating/sex, and conversations about drugs/drug use. 

· Perform your duties as a camp aide/unit assistant. You are expected to be helping in the unit by singing songs, playing games, assisting with unit activities and other duties as assigned. It is your responsibility to see when you are needed and to take initiative. You are also responsible for choosing songs/games that are appropriate for the girls. 

· Be responsible for cleaning up. If you are staying overnight you are responsible for your own space and the common spaces in your area. 

· Follow the basic rules of camp. During the day you are expected to follow all the rules for camp. After the girls leave for the day, you are given more freedom but still expected to follow basic rules.
· Not use personal electronics (cd players, ipods, mp3 players, cell phones to text) during the day unless its part of programming. Cell phones may be used at the end of the day to contact parents.

· Be respectful. Camp Aides and Unit Assistants are here to have fun and to volunteer. You will be asked to do a variety of tasks, some of which may not be fun. It is important for you to maintain a positive attitude. If you have a problem working with someone, you should talk to the director. 

· Be responsible for your own words and actions. During your time at camp you are expected to act like an adult. Starting rumors, harassing or degrading anyone else at camp will not be tolerated. Any damages done by such actions are your responsibility. The director or any other adults at camp are not responsible for your actions. 

During Day Camp please talk to Mary Pat Bisek about any issues, conflicts or concerns. We will coach you on handling various situations and work to resolve conflicts together.
I understand all of the above expectations and that there will be consequences, possibly including dismissal from camp, for failing to meet the above expectations.
