CONTINUING UNDERGRADUATE STATEMENT OF UNDERSTANDING

All applications must be postmarked for return to Sarah Snyder or Denise French no later than Saturday, March 12, 2011.  Winning students will be notified and presented with their scholarship award at an official event to be determined at a later date.

1. If for some reason a selected applicant cannot accept the scholarship (i.e. receives a full scholarship from another source, attends a service academy, receives a full ROTC scholarship, or does not enroll in college) the funds revert to Whiteman Spouses’ Club and will be awarded to an alternate applicant (if one is available), or the funds will be held over for award during the next scholarship awards process the following season.

2. Funds will be paid directly to the college where the student is enrolled, to be applied towards the student’s account for tuition, fees, room and board, or other bona fide academic expenses.  It is the responsibility of the student to provide Whiteman Spouses’ Club with proof of enrollment and the address to which the funds should be sent.

4. All submitted materials become the property of the scholarship committee and will be retained for one full year from the date of selection.  At the end of that year, all applications and supporting documents will be destroyed.
