PACK 513
PINEWOOD DERBY RULES
In alignment with the Uwharrie District Rules.

1. The Pack 513 Pinewood Derby is open to all scouts registered and in good standing with the pack.  Cars entered will be judged in three categories: Speed, Beauty, and Design. Racers are only allowed to win in one class. To be eligible for registration, all racers must meet all competition requirements.  

2. All cars raced must be built by the scout for use this year.
3. Cars must be built only from materials obtained from official Boy Scouts of America Pinewood Derby kits.  

4. Award Categories:
a. Speed – the fastest average speed over all the race trials and all lanes
b. Beauty – the most attractive or visually appealing car

c. Design – the most creative or original car
5. The overall length will not exceed 7".

6. The overall width will not exceed 2 3/4".

7. The minimum track width will be 1 3/4".

8. The minimum ground clearance will be 3/8”.
9. The weight of the complete racer will not exceed 5 ounces or 142 grams. Any racer weighing in at 138 grams or above will be considered to be at maximum weight. All weights must be securely fastened to or built into the body of the racer. Taping of additional weight is not allowed. No loose, shifting, or moveable weight of any kind is allowed.

10. The front edge of the car must be behind the starting peg.
11. All types of springs, wheel bearings, axle bushings, etc. are prohibited.

12. The racer must be freewheeling (gravity powered) with no starting or steering aids.

13. Metal and plastic detail items (steering wheel, driver, windshield, etc.) should be kept to a minimum. They will not exceed maximum weight, length, or width requirements and should be BSA approved pieces.

14. Current style, official BSA wheels and axles are required. Wheels can only be smoothed enough to remove surface imperfections and must be flat across the "tread". The interior of the wheels must be left "stock". Cars with old style or, in the opinion of the Racemaster, overly modified wheels, will be disqualified. See Illustrations.
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15. Axle grooves may be re-cut, and wheel base modified, but car must meet all physical specifications.
16. Any last minutes items (graphite wheels, etc.) must be done prior to check-in. Once a racer is declared legal and is officially entered, only Derby Officials will handle the racer, with one exception. (See Rule 20).

17. If a racer does not pass check-in, the owner or his representative will be informed of the reason and will be given time within the check-in period to correct the problem, if possible.
18. If a racer leaves the track surface during the race, prior to crossing the finish line, twice in the same heat, it will be declared a loss for that racer. If, in the opinion of the Racemaster, the racer is overly damaged, the owner will be allowed in the race area to make repairs. If repairs are not possible, and the racer cannot continue, it will be declared eliminated.
19. Awards will be awarded after the race and the judging are completed and the results announced. Racers will not be released until after the awards are presented.

20. Decisions made by Derby Officials, the Racemaster, and Judges are final.
21. Judging for Beauty and Design will be done after the speed winners are determined..

22. The top three cars in each category are eligible to compete in the Uwharrie District Pinewood Derby.
