
Supplies needed to make a fleece blanket:

-A 48 inch piece of fleece for each layer of the blanket -

you can make them single layer (preferred) or double layer

- Sharp Scissors (straight edged or pinking)

DIRECTIONS FOR SINGLE LAYER:

-Cut off the curly edges of the fabric

-Cut a 4 inch square out of each corner

-Cut fringe with straight scissors or pinking shears – 

cut fringe approx 1 inch wide (no wider), 4 inches long, and then tie – 
tie a knot on each fringe piece, or tie two fringe pieces next to each other together with a square knot (right over left, left over right) -Make the first part of the knot loose,  and then second part of the knot tighter, this keeps the fleece from puckering      

~OR~

-Leave the fringe untied – 
cut it shorter and wider (cut the square out of each corner smaller), 
or cut it narrow (1/4 to ½ inch) and about 3 inches long – 
use straight scissors or pinking shears for a different look
DIRECTIONS FOR DOUBLE LAYER:

Cut both layers of fleece together so the strips match,  and make sure any words on either layer face out so they are readable,  

Follow the directions from above except you tie 

the fringe from the top and bottom layers together 

~OR~

Sew a zig zag or straight stitch with a sewing machine around all four sides, about 2 inches in – then cut your fringe up to the stitched line and don’t tie

Hold the blanket up when done and make sure it is rectangular– if it is circular, the knots need to be loosened
