Leader meeting 1/4/07

Gerry opened the meeting by saying she had no official agenda and would like to open the meeting by having Lisa start with the cookie sale items.

Lisa opened by distributing large envelopes with all of the cookie sale packets.  Sale starts 1/12 and ends 1/28. Booth sales 3/9-4/22.  There is a form for booth sales, order extra cases of cookies and sell in front of a store, there is a schedule to sign up on.  Booth Sale sight can do as many or as few as you want.  Alexandra suggested also having available during the booth sale, an option for people to donate $ or a box of cookies to the Monmouth food bank (or some charity).  Need to sign up for booth sales by 1/13.  Anna Maria suggests ordering less than what is suggested by council, as they might not sell all.  It is very important to reinforce the importance of deadlines with parents.  Pickup will be at the warehouse again.  Lisa is trying for a “morning” will confirm date later.  Donated cookies, non-chocolate cookies are preferred (melting issues if sending to food bank or sending to the military).  Coleen said how grateful Fort Dix was for the cookies her troop sent over last year and how great the soldiers were to them when they went there to deliver them.  Gerry also suggested girls really look like girl scouts (uniform) when doing a booth sale, Cathy from council said council has cookie costumes that can be worn during booth sales, might be fun.  Lisa passing around incentives to look at and will have a sign up sheet to borrow the incentives to show the girls.  Gerry said incentives make a big bang with the girls.  Make sure to reinforce girls to behave and stay in pairs during booth sale.  There will be 2 deposit forms, 1 for initial cookie sale and 1 for booth sales.  If over order for booth sale, what can you do with the cookies?  First email everyone to see if anyone can use them, Lisa doesn’t think you can return cookies.  If some girls refuse to sell, Gerry suggested you tell the parents, b/c it’s not fair to other girls who work really hard, and theirs don’t, they should all participate somehow.  A leader or co-leader must be present for the cookie booth sale, can only sell cookies (no bracelet sale or whatever else).  The cookies are $3.50, eliminated lemon and added little brownies.  Lisa asked about independent girls who may want to sell cookies.  Margaret explained how they get less $ and council holds onto funds and girls can use $ for big trips etc. Gerry also reiterated that everyone respect the dates and deadlines that Lisa has laid out. 
Gerry continued meeting, Gerry sent out permission slips for Glitzy Chicks Spa Event, Lina suggested maybe letting younger children go first so they might leave a bit early.  Also, parents do not need to stay.  Leaders don’t have to stay. Lina is reinforcing there will not be dinner, make sure girls eat beforehand.  Permission slips with the money.

Gerry talked about delegate meeting, how a troop can prepare a display, etc to the annual meeting for delegates (meeting is 1/18, Gerry needs to know by 1/16).  Girls can prepare a skit or posters or whatever, for the meeting.  Meeting is at council.  Could make posters, display, skit, sing a song.  Meeting is at 7pm on 1/18 at PAC ; don’t have to stay for the whole thing.  

Gerry sent out email about Chinese New Year celebration will have discounts for groups of 10 or more.  It’s in February.

Gerry also sent out surveys that council wants leaders to complete.  It’s an online survey.  Delegates went to meeting and they talked about the Ocean/Monmouth county merger, can use their camp or ours.  We have a new name “Girl Scouts of the Jersey Shore” will be in effect by July, the Monmouth County CEO is remaining as CEO.  Margaret asked if we have to go and change bank account name?  Cathy will look into it.
