While piracy was predominantly a male occupation, a minority of pirates were female. 

Female pirates, like other women in crime, faced gender and discrimination issues in both 

practicing this occupation and being punished for it.[1] Pirates did not allow women onto 

their ships very often. Additionally, women were often regarded as bad luck among pirates. 

It was feared that the male members of the crew would argue and fight over the women. On 

many ships, women (as well as young boys) were prohibited by the ship's contract, which 

all crew members were required to sign
