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Course Description





This is a forty-hour comprehensive and introductory course designed to provide health care professionals with the skills to complete an assessment, evaluation, treatment, evidence recognition, collection, and courtroom testimony for the adult and adolescent sexual assault or abuse patient.


After completion of this program participants must complete a competency-based post-course preceptorship under the supervision of a trained SAFE Examiner, approved by Samaritan Hospital Training Program. 


After completion of both the course and preceptorship, participants are eligible to sit for the International Association of Forensic Nurses SANE-A exam and are eligible to apply for New York State Department of Health Certification as a SAFE.

Identify techniques or adjunct equipment that may be utilized in the forensic evaluation. 


Describe the symptoms a victim may exhibit that could be attributed to Drug Facilitated Sexual Assault (DFSA).


Identify the types of sexually transmitted infections spread through sexual activity.


Identify post-exposure treatment of sexually transmitted infections (STIs).


Discuss the use of emergency contraception (EC) following a sexual assault.


Distinguish among the treatment recommendations for post exposure prophylaxis (PEP) for HIV.


Identify the follow-up care including prophylactic treatment for patients following sexual assault. 


Identify the role of the sexual assault nurse examiner in reporting.


Discuss the evidence collection requirements for compliance with New York State regulations.


Contrast the role of law enforcement with the role of the sexual assault nurse examiner in sexual assault cases.


Review the laws in New York State that address sexually-related crimes.


Discuss the role of the SANE in the prosecution of sexual assault perpetrators.


Identify “tips” for communicating as an expert or a fact witness.
