Wild Rice Soup the Easy Way





1 c. wild rice, ½ cup diced onion, ½ cup diced celery, 1-3 tbsp garlic (fresh, powdered), 1 tbsp olive oil, 2-3 large cubed chicken breast, 2 cans of cream of mushroom soup (10 ¾ oz), 2 cans cream of chicken and 2 cans of chicken broth (use soup cans to measure)





Thoroughly wash and drain wild rice.  Cook rice in dutch oven, covered in 3-4 cups water until it pops, about 1 hour, test for tenderness, drain.  Cube chicken and brown with onions, celery, and garlic in olive oil.  Mix soups together in dutch oven.  Add chicken broth (more or less depending on desired thickness).  Add rice, chicken, onions and celery.  Simmer until hot.  Serve with French banquettes! Joan Bolesworth.
