1+1/3 YARD BACKGROUND MUSLIN OR TONE ON TONE, OR LITTLE RED OR
BLUE STAR. WHERE MOSTLY SEEING ECRU BACKGROUND.

5-7 FAT QUARTERS OF DARK RED (BURGUNDY) — SEVERAL FOR A SCRAPPY
LOOK.

3-5 FAT QUARTERS OF LIGHT REDS (UP TO PINKY SHADE OF RED) — SEVERAL
COLORS FOR A SCRAPPY LOOK.

3-5 FAT QUARTERS OF YELLOWS OR ORANGES — SEVERAL COLORS FOR A
SCRAPPY LOOK.

1 FAT QUARTER OF DARK BROWN FABRIC — ONE COLOR.
4 FAT QUARTERS EQUALS ONE YARD OF FABRIC.

LARGE SCRAPS WILL DO ALSO.

WE WILL BE CUTTING 3" SQUARES.
