Fabric 10 red -3/4 yd 

Fabric 11 green - 3/4 yd 
Fabric 12 red - 3/4 yd 

Ham & Veggie Pies – serves 8-12  
(from Kay Schumacher’s (out-of-print � ) Keepsake Quilting Cookbook)  
 
2 cups chopped ham 
1 cup shredded cheese 
½ chopped bell pepper 
½ - 1 cup chopped broccoli (depends on how much you like broccoli) 
4 eggs 
2 cups milk 
1 cup biscuit mix 
 
Spray 2 9-inch pie plates with nonstick cooking spray.  Sprinkle ½ the ham, cheese, bell pepper & broccoli into each of the prepared pie 
plates & mix lightly.  Combine eggs, milk & biscuit mix in a bowl & beat until well blended.  Pour 1/2 egg mixture into each pie plate.  
Bake at 400 for 35-40 minutes or until set & lightly browned.  Let stand 5 minutes before cutting into wedges.  NOTE:  Can also use 
9x13 pan instead if desired – cooking time may vary.  Makes a great brunch dish – Kay made it for us to enjoy at one of our Wednesday 
lunches….what a treat!
