Oklahoma History Being Preserved
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Cade Boepple of Covington, OK, third-generation owner of the family Oklahoma Centennial Farm donates three tractors to the Oklahoma Farming Heritage Association.  These tractors will be given by the Association to High-School, Vo-Ag Programs.  One of the tractors, a 1949 Case, model VAC was bought new by Cade’s Father (C.J. Boepple, aka Chris) in 1950.  The family farm was acquired by Cade Boepple’s Grandfather, Gottlieb Boepple, in 1905.  It was later owned by Cade’s Uncle Carl Boepple.  The other two tractors, shown below, are 1952, Allis Chalmers, model WD-45.  Cade had previously acquired them from John (Jack) Gallion, of Norman, OK.
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In 2006, the Oklahoma Farming Heritage Association of Shawnee, OK, initiated an Educational Program for the benefit of High-School Vocational Agriculture Departments.  Through this Program the Oklahoma Farming Heritage Association gives tractors to High-School Vocational Agriculture Departments so their classes may restore the tractors.  Once restoration is complete the Vo-Ag department may sell the restored tractor at auction with the proceeds going to the High-School Vocational Agriculture Department or they may choose to keep the tractor for school functions, including parades.  The Oklahoma Farming Heritage Association assists the High-School Vocational Agriculture Department by securing needed parts and supplies along with providing technical advice on the project.  To date, the Association has placed six tractors with Oklahoma Public High Schools.

The Oklahoma Farming Heritage Association was formed in 2003, as a non-profit organization, to promote the preservation of farm tractors, engines and related equipment for the purpose of sharing knowledge and educating others of our country’s family farming heritage.
