Evelyne Hendrix introduced our first guest speaker, Allen Alley who is running for State Treasurer. 

He is an Automotive and Aerospace Engineer who has vast experience working in the corporate world as well as the private sector. He successfully began a multi-million dollar company with only a $10,000 investment. When he was nine years old he remembers his mother working in the campaign for the Governor of the state of Washington. He has worked in a bi-partisan position for Governor Kulongoski. He worked in his cabinet as well as having one on one meetings with him. An interesting problem that he will address is that after we are taxed on our original income there is an additional tax on the revenue from the taxes. Our Federal Government has been loosing $750,000.00 per hour, 24 hours a day to the amount of six billion dollars. Oregon Bonds are insured so do not sell them right now.

Our second speaker was Jaynee Germond who is running as a Constitutional candidate because the filing time for running as a Republican candidate had lapsed. She is running for the same position as Congressman Peter DeFazio (D), Fourth Congressional District. 

She listed a number of Oregon political organizations that are endorsing her such as Oregonians for Life, and Oregon Consumers Association. One of her major concerns is the organization called the Democratic Socialists of America Party. They have a plan to take over the U.S.A. She informed us that Mr. DeFazio belongs to the *Democratic Socialists of America Party. She urged us to go to her website www.germond4congress.com to get more information.

Our third speaker was Holly Swanson. She is the author of the book, Set Up and Sold Out. (What it Really Means to be Green) This book tells how the Green Party which created the Earth Charter, is taking over our government. The goal of the Earth Charter is the redistribution of wealth. The new leader of the Czech Republic was quoted as saying that the Green Party is the new Communist Party. 

Holly addressed the current plan of the Corvallis City Council, which has created the Corvallis Sustainable Coalition. “Sustainability” stands for the Communist Party with a face lift.” stated Swanson. It is in the planning to create indoctrinated “Eco Children” by having 100% of teachers in the state of Oregon trained to teach this program by 2012. Oregon State University, The 509J School Board and the public schools, and The City of Corvallis, to name a few are all involved in promoting the Earth Charter principles. Benton County is to become the “Poster Child” for the state of Oregon but will be expanded to six counties in all. Just one of the thirty-seven mandates is that Benton County will produce 60% of its food locally. This will be control and distribution of food called “Sustainable Consumption.”
