March Meeting Continued...
Is there more we can do for our Troops? 
There are many nationally recognized non-profit “troops support” organizations providing valuable assistance to our troops on the ground in Afghanistan and Iraq and to our wounded soldiers. It has been proposed that the BCRW make a financial contribution to one of these organizations.  Here are the recommendations we will consider:

Soldier’s Angels 
This organization has instituted a program they call Project Valour-IT.  Project Valour-IT began when Captain Charles "Chuck" Ziegenfuss was wounded by an IED while serving as commander of a tank company in Iraq in June 2005. 

During his deployment he kept a blog (an online personal diary, opinion forum, or news analysis site-called a milblog or military weblog when written by a servicemember or about military subjects). Captivating writing, insightful stories of his experiences, and his self-deprecating humor won him many loyal readers. After he was wounded, his wife continued his blog, keeping his readers informed of his condition.

As he began to recover, CPT Ziegenfuss wanted to return to writing his blog, but serious hand injuries hampered his typing. When a loyal and generous reader gave him a copy of the Dragon Naturally Speaking Preferred software, other readers began to realize how important such software could be to CPT Ziegenfuss' fellow wounded soldiers and started cast about for a way to get it to them. 

A fellow blogger (blog author) who writes under the pseudonym FbL contacted Captain Ziegenfuss and the two realized they shared a vision of creating libraries of laptops with voice-controlled software that could be brought to the bedsides of wounded soldiers whose injuries prevented them from operating a standard computer. FbL contacted Soldiers Angels, who offered to help develop the project, and Project Valour-IT was born. 

Spirit of America 
This organization stepped in to help fill a gap when the military procurement process and congressional funding for much needed equipment for our soldiers in the field appeared stalled.  In an article titled "Snake Eater"  by Daniel Henninger which appeared in the WSJ Opinion Journal.


[...] This is a story of can-do in a no-can-do world, a story of how a Marine officer in Iraq, a small network-design company in California, a nonprofit troop-support group, a blogger and other undeterrable folk designed a handheld insurgent-identification device, built it, shipped it and deployed it in Anbar province. They did this in 30 days, from Dec. 15 to Jan. 15. Compared to standard operating procedure for Iraq, this is a nanosecond.
Many good things come about when individuals come together with ideas and purpose and make good things happen.  So the question is, do we, as an organization, want to contribute to one of these organizations, and if so, which one?

· Charles Wiley has lectured in 50 states and on 5 continents.

Rudy Giuliani Wins Dorchester Straw Poll
(March 4, 2007)
For President 2008

Former New York Mayor Rudy Giuliani was the choice of conference delegates at this year’s Presidential Straw Poll.  Finishing second was Former House Speaker Newt Gingrich, Former Massachusetts Governor Mitt Romney finished third and Senator John McCain fourth.

For Oregon Secretary of State 2008
Oregon Republicans are now on the hunt for candidates for statewide office – including secretary of state, who oversees the all-important redistricting process – and those willing to try to wrest the Oregon Legislature from Democratic control next year.  At the top of the list for SOS was State Senator Jason Atkinson, R-Central Point.  Atkinson’s future plans aren’t clear, but his former campaign manager, conservative strategist Matt Evans, said the two have had some preliminary discussions about statewide possibilities.   Also mentioned is Rep. Scott Bruun, R-West Linn, new state Sen. Larry George, R-Sherwood, (who declined interest), and  Rep. Bruce Hanna, R-Roseburg. 

For Oregon Governor 2010

The real question mark for the GOP is the future plans of U.S. Rep. Greg Walden, a Republican from Hood River whose TV advertisements have been popping up out of his district lately, fueling talk that he might be eyeing a run for governor in 2010.

"He's got high name ID, and he's moderate and well-known," said Republican pollster Mike Riley. "He's got the political skills, and people would love to consider him one of the “possibles”. But it would be a big challenge given Oregon's current leanings."

Insiders say Walden is expected to hold off laying any serious ground for a governor's race until at least after the 2008 elections, when Republicans will try to regain control of Congress. If they fail, a run for governor may start to look more appealing for Walden, rather than biding his time as a member of the minority party in Washington, D.C., said Republican blogger Ted Piccolo.

Still, given Oregon's liberal predisposition, the 2010 governor's race could be tough sledding even for Walden. At the annual Dorchester "tent show" on Saturday night, Republicans acknowledged that, announcing in a skit that Walden had been elected governor ... of Eastern Oregon.
So what’s being said about presidential candidate Giuliani?

Is Giuliani a conservative?

Last week C-SPAN featured a discussion about Rudolph Giuliani that left me shaking my head. The gist of the guest's message was that Giuliani was a "Rockefeller Republican" who was suddenly transformed into a darling of conservatives after 9/11. Today, Fox News echoed the same theme. 

That's quite wrong. Social conservatives have trouble with Giuliani, but by no stretch of the imagination is he a Rockefeller (i.e. liberal) Republican. In fact, in many ways Giuliani is the most conservative of the top three candidates for the Republican nomination. He came by that conservatism in the toughest crucible. 

City Journal's Steven Malanga reminds us of the details. When Giuliani was elected mayor, New York City was Exhibit A in failed liberal governance. Crime was out of control. Public spaces were marred by a combination of omnipresent graffiti; so-called "squeegee men" who preyed on motorists; and raving homeless people who took up residence on sidewalks and in building entrances. Public employee unions had shaken down the city government for years. The tax base was eroding. The city government was deeply in debt, and fully one in eight New Yorkers was on welfare. 

Giuliani transformed a city whose budget and workforce were larger than those of all but five or six states. He and police chief William Bratton famously cracked down first on quality of life crimes like panhandling and public urination. Teenagers who leaped over the turnstiles at subway entrances were arrested — a departure from the practice under Mayor David Dinkins. Giuliani later quipped that the police under his predecessor had become "highly skilled observers of crime." Those turnstile jumpers turned out to possess a huge number of illegal guns, which were confiscated, and criminals throughout the city discovered that the New York police were breathing down their necks. The number of murders dropped from 1,960 in Dinkins's final year in office to 640 in Giuliani's last year. The overall crime rate dropped 64 percent, to levels not seen since the 1960s. 

Giuliani accomplished this in the teeth of a genuinely ferocious assault from liberals, so-called "civil rights" figures like Al Sharpton (with whom Giuliani declined to meet), the New York Civil Liberties Union and the New York Times. Actors and artists protested in the streets, and leading chin pullers in national magazines pronounced themselves troubled by Giuliani's "tactics." He was steadfast — and the greatest beneficiaries were poor New Yorkers who lived in formerly dangerous neighborhoods.

Though he inherited a budget deficit, Giuliani declined to raise taxes on New Yorkers nearly bled white. He closed the budget gap with a combination of spending reductions (what a concept!) and modest tax cuts. Business boomed. 


Giuliani attacked another sacred cow when he ended "open admissions" and remedial courses at the City University of New York. He was called lots of names by the usual suspects for this principled move. The result was to revive the university — SAT scores of incoming students rose 168 points. 

New York's welfare system was among the most bloated in the nation. Giuliani first culled the ranks for cheats and frauds — eliminating 20 percent of the caseload. The mayor then introduced a workfare requirement — able-bodied adults would be expected to do 20 hours of work in municipal offices in exchange for a welfare check. There were howls from the New York Times. The mayor was undeterred. Giuliani transformed welfare offices from check distribution centers into employment offices, where welfare workers coached clients on how to read the classifieds, how to dress for interviews and how to prepare a resume. 

His approach toward the homeless was similar. Those who were able to work were encouraged to do so. Those who rejected an offer of shelter and insisted upon blocking public spaces and harassing passersby were issued summonses. For this Hillary Clinton lectured the mayor that Jesus was a homeless person. 

There is no question that Giuliani's position on abortion and gun control will offend many Republicans. But let's be clear, he is no liberal. His conservatism has been tempered in New York City — so it is steely indeed.
