Wood Badge for the 21st Century
America, the practical part and the
application period. Both must be
completed to receive the Wood
Badge - two wooden beads to be
worn around the neck on a leather
thong.
The practical part is a two-week-
end experience to demonstrate as
practically as possible the aims
and methods of Scouting. The
course is a multifaceted presenta-
tion of leadership skills, organiza-
tional tools, and participatory
activities based on the best
Scouting traditions and the latest
in team development theory. In
addition, participants will enjoy
the fellowship of learning along
side many other Scouters, and
along the way will have a great
deal of fun.
The application part of Wood
Badge is a period of up to 18-
month during which the partici-
pants practice and demonstrate a
working knowledge of the leader-
ship principles presented during
the course. This is accomplished
by the use of the Wood Badge
"ticket", which represents the par-
ticipant's commitment to complete
a set of personal goals related to
their Scouting position. These
goals will significantly strengthen
the program in which the partici-
pant is involved.
Throughout the period of applica-
tion, each participant is assigned a
counselor who serves as a
resource, an evaluator and a
Scouting friend. When the coun-
selor and the participant deter-

mine that the new skills are
understood and can be applied to
their Scouting position, a recom-
mendation is made for the Wood
Badge to be awarded.

Wood Badge for the 21st century
is for all leaders in the Boy Scouts
of America.

The National Youth
Leadership Training (NYLT) course
supports Scoutmasters in their pri-
mary responsibility of training
youth leaders. The Minsi Trails
Council will offer the two weekend
course in April, 2008.

Built on the legacy of past youth
leader training courses, NYLT inte-
grates the best of modern leader-
ship theory with the traditional
strengths of Scouting experience.
Through activities, presentations,
challenges, discussions, and audio-
visual support, NYLT participants
will be engaged in a unified
approach to leadership that will
give them the skills and confidence
to lead well. Through a wide range
of activities, events, games, and
adventures, NYLT participants will
work and play together as they put
into action the best that Scouting
has to offer.

The course is set up to represent a
month in the life of a Scout Troop.
Patrols experience the stages of
team development. Scouts discov-
er that leadership requires vision,
goals, and planning. Participants
are provided a “toolbox” of leader-
ship skills.

The National Youth Leadership
Training is an outdoor experience
for boy leaders in support of the
Scoutmaster's responsibility for the
training of Troop youth leaders. It is

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This series of articles is intended
to address questions you may have
as a parent, as an Adult Scout
Leader or as a volunteer in Boy
Scouting. The two questions
below represent aspects of learn-
ing the Basic Scout Skills. If you
would like to address any question
related to Boy Scouting, send me
an email at
pnonemaker@pplweb.com. All
questions and comments will be
answered confidentially and will
not be shared in this article unless
I receive your permission. Of
course, all names and troop num-
bers will be changed to keep all
responses anonymous.

Participating Parent: “Should my
son, a New Scout, be required to
participate in the New Scout
Program in our troop even though
he has completed all of his
requirements for First Class?”

Yes. The New Scout Program of
your troop should be designed to
advance each New Scout to the
rank of First Class after one com-
plete year of Scouting. However,
that is only part of the New Scout
Program. New Scouts are learning
about the differences between
Cub Scouts and Boy Scouts and
how the Older Scouts run the pro-
gram. New Scouts should be
learning how the patrol method
works. They should be following
an Older Scout as their patrol
leader and learning how to listen
to instructions from an Older
Scout. They are learning about
teamwork in a patrol. Scouting is
not just about one Scout – it is
about being part of a patrol and a
troop. Finally, the Basic Scout
Skills that your son is learning by
passing each requirement is just

the beginning of learning those
skills. Just because he showed
one time how to complete a
square lashing does not mean he
will remember it very long unless
he repeats this skill over and over.
The Basic Scout Skills in these
first four ranks are extremely
important and are all useful life
skills. Showing that you know
how to do them one time does not
mean you will remember it for life.

Skeptical Scoutmaster: “How do
we know if a Scout really com-
pleted a Tenderfoot requirement
properly if this was signed off by
an Older Scout without supervi-
sion by an Adult Scout Leader?”

The short answer is you do not
really know. Older Scouts are
responsible to sign off the
requirements in the back of the
BSA Handbook for the New Scouts
learning their Scout Skills. Adult
Scout Leaders should not sign off
these requirements. Parents
should never sign off these
requirements.

Whenever possible, Adult Scout
Leaders should monitor the
instruction of New Scouts by Older
Scouts. However, in my opinion,
the Older Scouts should be doing
most of the teaching, demonstrat-
ing and leading the discussion.
Only when something is either
unsafe or completely wrong
should an adult carefully step in.
And there is something important
in letting Scouts go "off on their
own" to learn these skills, espe-
cially on an outdoor event with an
experienced Older Scout.

Scouting is about learning Basic
Scout Skills, but it is also about

Knots of SkillsLeadership. The New Scouts and
Older Scouts gain significantly by
working together on these
requirements and they learn from
each other. The New Scouts are
exposed to these new skills and
are looking up to the Older Scouts
for guidance.

Older Scouts reinforce their learn-
ing of Scout Skills as they are
teaching New Scouts. Being the
instructor forces the Older Scout
to really understand what it is he
is demonstrating. If something is
not clear, the New Scouts will ask.
Having the Older Scout complete
the instruction is more important
than the learning by the New
Scout, because to be honest, some
aspects of what the Older Scout is
talking about will be forgotten by
the New Scout. Scouts learn their
Scout Skills best through repeti-
tion and by teaching others.

Our job as Adult Scout Leaders is
to provide a safe environment for
this fun learning of Scout Skills
and for Leadership to occur. We
provide the time, place and overall
experience and allow both the
New Scouts and the Older Scouts
to make mistakes. It is our job to
make sure, as examples, that at no
times are accelerants used in
lighting a fire and that an open
flame is not used inside a tent.
Scouts will learn more if we let
them struggle a little and work it
out on their own. If they cannot
get a fire lit, it is not up to the
adults to light it for them. It is up
to the Adult Scout Leaders to pro-
vide the environment for the
learning to occur. If anyone has
any further questions of Scout
Skill requirements, please let me
know. This is an extremely impor-
tant part of the Scouting program.

Each year, since December 1986, a child from Austria travels to
Bethlehem in the Middle East to light a flame from the one that burns
in the grotto of the birthplace of Jesus. The Light (flame) is then
flown to Austria where it is distributed to delegations of Scouts from
across Europe and the world. The Light is then taken by these Scouts
back to their home countries where it is shared with others.

The Scouts typically share the Light with churches and other places
where its significance can be appreciated. This year, the Peace Light
was transported to New York City via JFK International Airport on
December 5, 2007. The Peace Light was presented from Austrian
Scouting to representatives of the Boy Scouts of America in New York.

The Peace Light made the trip here to Bethlehem, Pennsylvania from
New York City in the safekeeping of Jim Sorenson, a life-long Scouter
in the Greater New York City Council, BSA. Jim brought the Peace
