Orphaned Well Hunters
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for abandoned or “orphaned” oil and gas wells in
Oil Creek State Park and other public lands.

An orphaned well, as designated by the DEP, is a
well that has been abandoned and has no
identifiable owner/operator.
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Between 1859 and the 1980s (when registration
became mandatory), thousands of wells were
abandoned and there is no documentation to
indicate their location.

These well bores cause problems, such as:

« allowing oil, acid and brine into streams
and onto the ground.

« allowing gas into water wells, buildings and
mines.

« allowing acid into water wells.
« allowing surface water into water wells.
* physical hazards—large deep holes.

Is your water well impaired? Will it be?

This program has been a huge success but
additional volunteers are needed. Anyone of any
age can volunteer and organized groups are
welcome.

Training and equipment are provided.
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participate in water quality monitoring. They are
provided with test kits and trained to gather
baseline data and monitor streams to determine
environmental health. The data is collected
through chemical monitoring and biannual
biological and habitat surveys.

By counting macro-invertebrates a stream’s
long term health can be determined. Habitat
assessments provide information about changes
to the stream channel and riparian zone.

The information gathered is used to determine
if the stream is changing over time.

This information is available for use by all
interested citizens and government agencies for
community planning.
