New Outreach Program

From a Simple Church Leadership Meeting, a New Program is Bomm

In March of 2007,
the Church of the
Good Shepherd held
a leadership
planning  meeting
L& One of the main
£ topics was outreach.
The challenge that
came out of that
meeting was ‘To
develop an outreach
program that would make a significant impact to our
community”. The person assigned to this challenge
was Craig Friedel, serving his last year of his three
year term

Several questions had to be answered first  What
would qualify as a significant impact? What are the
unmet needs of the community? How do you avoid
duplication of outreach programs that other groups
have already establisned? Research and a three
month feasibility study were started to find the
answers. With the help of the Mayor's office and the
211 HELPILine Center, moving assistance was
determined to be one of the top 5 unmet needs in
Sioux Falls.

Craig Friedel Jim Homn, David Grismer and John
Daucsavage spent over a year designing developing

and documenting the new nonprofit organization that
was named “Moving Assistance Program” (MAP). The
directors met every week pouring over details, revising
processes and procedures and even flowcharting the
entire move 50 that everyone understood how the
process would work from the initial call to the
completion of the move

With the help of several parishioners at the Church of
the Good Shepherd and & grant from the Sioux Falls
Area Community Foundation, the new nonprofit
charitable program was able to begin their services on
March 1, 2008, The need was 50 great that before the
hotline nurmber (605-221-5950) was activated calls
were received. On the first day the program started,
MAP sponsored two moving projects (see page 2).

Three years ago Joel Wardell thought he could see hope. Joel
had been approved for a government subsidized housing. He
would be able to move to safer and healthier living condition
but his hopes soon turned into a nightmare.

Joel like many others in our community may have qualified
for government subsidized housing but they are left on their
own to figure out how to get there. Many do not own vehicles
and they can't afford to pay for a rental truck or professional
movers. So why can’t friends or family help? In some cases
they can, but in many cases the individual or family have just
relocated or are house bound and do not have a support
group to help them. |If they are not able to move by a
predetermined date, they are dropped off the government
subsidized housing list and need to reapply waiting for
another three years.

In Joel's case three years ago, with no family or friends in
town, he was stuck. Being disabled and having no means of
moving he had to be placed on the waiting list again. He
prayed for three more years that he would be able to be
approved for better housing again and find a way to move. In
February of 2008, Joel was contacted and was approved to
move into a assisted living apartment. Not only would he be
moving to a better and safer housing but he would also have

supporting staff nearby to help him. His prayers had been answered
but he started to panic. He still had no way to get there. Desperate
he called Workers on Wheels, a subsidiary of Active Generations. He
explained his dilemma; they said they had just met with a new
nonprofit group that may be able to help. A month before the Moving
Assistance Program hotline was opened, MAP received Joel's call
After speaking with him and completing an onsite inspection, he was
informed MAP could help. Speechless and in tears, Joel was in
shock, but that quickly changed to excitement. Joel had been waiting
over 6 years 10 move.

On March 1, 2008 eight MAP volunteers arrived at Joel's apartment.
Within two hours the MAP volunteers had loaded, transported and
unloaded Joel's possessions to his new assisted living apartment.
Joel is now safer, healthier and getting the needed support that he

The average move for most people isn't a
big deal, but try it blindfolded New
unfamiliar surroundings, not having a clue
what was packed or where your possession
are located. Moving for most blind people
is stressful, uncomfortable and down right
scary. Craig Robertson was no exception
Being blind, he was limited in what he could
do to move. Craig called to see if MAP
could help. After filling out an application
over the phone and doing an onsite
inspection, it was determined that MAP
could help. On March 1, 2008 eight MAP
volunteers began to pack, transport and
unpack his possessions. This is when some
of the volunteers could sense Craig was
becoming uncomfortable. Training prior to
the move prepared the team so they knew
exactly what do to. Two of the volunteers
from Augustana College took extra time to
walk Craig through all the rooms and
closets so he was familiar with every inch of
his new apartment. Then the whole team
helped to unpack and organize Craigs

possessions exactly how he wanted them so
he knew where everything was This
dedicated volunteer group didn't leave until
Craig was comfortable with his new
surroundings. Craig's anxiety soon changed
to relief and appreciation
