Rules:

Each car must pass inspection by the official inspection committee before it will be allowed to compete. The Inspection Committee has the responsibility to disqualify those cars that do not meet these specifications.  Cars not passing inspection for any of the below specifications MAY be allowed to race at the discretion of the Inspection Committee.  However, these cars will not be allowed to race for awards.
· The car weight shall not exceed 5.0 ounces.  The official race scale shall be considered final.

· The overall length of the car shall not exceed 7 inches.

· The overall width of the car shall not exceed 2 ¾ inches.

· The car must have 1 ¾” clearance between the wheels.

· The car must have 3/8” clearance underneath the body.

· The wheels supplied in an official Cub Scout kit must be used.  The outer surface of the wheels may not be drilled, beveled, rounded, or reduced in diameter.  A light sanding to remove the flashing and seam is permitted.  Rounding of the axle hub is permitted.

· The axles supplied in an official Cub Scout kit must be used.  Sanding, polishing, lathing, beveling, etc. is permitted.

· Wheel bearings, washings, springs, or bushings are prohibited.

· The car must be freewheeling, with no starting devices.

· No loose material or moving parts of any kind may be used.

· Only dry lubricants such as graphite or powdered Teflon “white lube” will be allowed for lubricating the wheels and axles.  Lubricants may not foul the track.  Lubricants may not be added after inspection.
· Construction of all cars must have begun after last year’s race.  No parts including wheels, axles, bodies, weights, etc. from a previous year’s race car may be used.
