CFISD 2010-2011 Calendar Input





The CFISD Calendar Committee met on October 28, 2009 to begin the process of establishing the 2010 - 2011 instructional calendar. The committee is interested in your input as we develop our recommendation that will be presented at the December 14, 2009 board meeting.   





For the past several years, input from employees and parents has supported several aspects of the instructional calendar including ending the first semester prior to winter break, having at least two weeks for winter break and one week for spring break. The calendar must include 177 student instructional days and 10 professional development days for teachers. In addition, due to legislative action, the first day of instruction for the 2010 - 2011 school year can be no earlier than Monday, August 23, 2010. Please note, the elementary campuses will remain on a nine-week grading schedule.

Return “HORIZONS Parent Survey and Permission to Test Form” to elementary counselor or secondary director of instruction no later than November 30th, 2009.





Completed parent referral forms for students in grades K – 11 are due at the school by Monday, November 30, 2009. Students will not be screened unless the parent permission form has been returned on time. The complex planning for the spring screening necessitates the November deadline. The screening for referred elementary students will take place at their school between January 11th and February 22nd. 


Details regarding location, dates, and times for individual schools will be available from your campus at the beginning of January. Secondary students will take the tests on one of two Saturdays in January and February. The testing date will depend on the location of the student’s school.
