


• Color is okay to use.

• If typed, font size must be at least 10 point, any smaller is hard to read and will have
points deducted.

•Margins need to be used according to the guidelines

• Tabs and dividers are not allowed.

• It is okay to hand write your recordbooks.

• Rulers are not used to review and judge recordbooks at state recordbook judging. 

• Objectives do not have to be in order.

• Four projects are not required in the �rst section.

• Judging is based on quality, not quantity. You don’t have to �ll up all of the space.

• Progress is not necessarily pro�t in dollars.

• Plastic sheet protectors are not allowed.

• Recordbooks can be placed in either 4-H Supply Service Recordbook binders or 
regular store-bought folders with three-hole metal fasteners.

• Recordbook forms can be color or black and white versions.
