Membership is open to all US Citizens over the age of 17 who have clean criminal records and who want to serve their communities by teaching and responding to emergencies.

Our members come from all different career fields including marketing, education, police, EMT, and manufacturing.  Previous military experience is not required.

We have a uniformed division and a non-uniformed division.  Those who have served their country may wear the uniform of the branch in which they served as long as the proper identifiers are used.  

The fee to join is $25, which includes initial membership warrant, ID card, two uniform patches and one TCD uniform tape.
