Constitution

Article I - Name and Objectives

Section I. Name 

The name of this organization shall be the Hill Enlisted Spouses Club (HESC). We shall be a private organization established pursuant to AFI 34-223. This organization is not a Non-Appropriated Fund Instrumentality (NAFI) and is therefore not entitled to the immunities and privileges accorded thereto. There is no official connection between the HESC and the United States Air Force. All activities are subject to the provisions of AFI 34-223, and other pertinent Air Force directives and policies. This constitution is subject to written approval of the Hill AFB Installation Commander. 

Section II. Parliamentary Authority

Robert’s Rules of Order shall be the parliamentary authority in all matters not specified in the constitution and by-laws.

Section III. Objectives

The Hill Enlisted Spouses Club’s primary objective is to promote strong relationships between Hill Air Force Base and its surrounding communities through both charitable and social activities while at the same time providing support and friendship for military spouses. 

Article II - General Provisions 

Section I. Consent

The HESC operates on Hill AFB with the consent of the installation commander. Operation is contingent on the compliance with the requirements and conditions of the applicable Air Force regulations. 

Section II. Insurance & Liability 

Commensurate with the risk involved, the HESC will secure adequate insurance as per the AFI 34-223, unless a waiver is approved by the installation commander. Bonding is not required. The members are jointly and severally liable for the obligations of the PO and they will be informed of this liability. Each member will be required to acknowledge his/her understanding of this liability in writing. 

Article III - Membership

Membership in this organization shall be in one of three classes: active, social, and honorary; as defined in the by-laws. Only active members shall be able to vote and/or hold offices. 

Article IV - Officers & Governing Body

Section I. Officers

The officers of the Hill Enlisted Spouses Club will be elected by a majority vote of at least 50% of the active membership. The officer positions will be: President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer.

Section II. Governing Body 

A. The Executive Board (EB) will consist of the officers specified in Article IV Sec. I. 

B. The Board of Governors (BOG) will consist of the EB and the chairpersons of the standing committees or their designated representative(s). 

C. The EB will direct the operations of the organization. The standing committees and the provisions for the appointment of their chairpersons are defined in the by-laws. 

Article V - Meetings and Quorums 

Section I. Meetings

Unless otherwise designated, there will be one monthly meeting of the BOG and of the general membership. The EB will meet as needed.

Section II. Quorums

A quorum will be defined as 50% of the EB and the majority vote of the active members present.

Article VI - Method of Financing

The HESC will be financed by annual dues of active members, donations, and occasional fundraising. 

Article VII – Accountability and Liability  

The HECS president, treasurer and BOG are equally responsible for accountability of assets and for assuring responsible financial and operation management.  Financial records will be kept so that a full accounting may be made to the membership or other interested parties.   
 Article VIII - Activities 

Any fundraising activities will be conducted in accordance with appropriate guidance at all levels (base through DOD). These activities will be in direct support of the HESC objectives listed in the Constitution and By-laws.

Article IX-Adoption & Amendments of Constitution and By-Laws

Section I. Adoption 

The Constitution and By-laws shall be adopted by a majority vote of 50% of the active membership, upon recommendation of the EB, provided it has been submitted in writing.

Section II. Amendments

The Constitution and By-laws shall be amended by a majority vote of 50% of the active membership, upon recommendation of the EB. 

Article X - Dissolution 

In case of the dissolution of the HESC, all of the funds in the treasury and property (real or personal) in excess of club debts, liabilities or obligations, will be disposed of as determined by the active membership. Members do not have the proprietary rights to the club’s assets and income will not accrue to individuals except through wages or salaries for employees.
