Standing Rules

Section I. Reports

1. The Treasurer will be responsible for giving copies of financial reports to the following: One copy of the President and three copies to the Secretary; one for the secretary, one to be placed in the HESC files, and one to be attached to the minutes sent to the Services Squadron; and keeping one copy in the treasury files. 

2. The secretary will be responsible for giving copies of the monthly minutes and correspondence reports to the President, Vice President, Treasurer, Webmaster, forwarding one to the Services Squadron with a copy of the monthly treasury report attached, and retaining one copy in the HESC files. All correspondence received and sent shall be read to the general membership at the monthly business meeting.

Section II. Funds

1. Charity Fund: This fund is used for approved community benefit programs. Monies raised by fundraisers and other donations to include Thrift Shop income.

2. General Fund: This fund will consist of dues and designated fund raisers. Monies will be used to support our committees and the club’s day to day operations.  
Section III. Meetings

1. General Meetings: General meetings will be held the second Monday of the month at a designated place at 5:00 PM. Social followed by membership meeting will be open to all members and guests.

2. Board Meetings: Board meetings will be held the first Monday of the month at a designated place at 5:30 PM. Board meetings will consist of EB members to include BOG only. Unless prior permission is given to the Member at Large.

Section IV. Gifts

1. Appreciation Gifts

A. Outgoing Members: Outgoing members will receive a gift of no more than $15.00. The President will purchase this gift.

B. Outgoing Advisors: Outgoing advisors will receive a gift of no more than $15.00. The President will purchase this gift.

2. Farewell Gifts: A gift will be presented to a member belonging to the ESC for at least 6 months when the member leaves the area due to retirement or PCS. The value of the gift will not exceed $10.00. This gift will be purchased by the Sunshine Chair.

3. Member/Family Condolences: In the event of a death of immediate family, a condolence gift is sent by donation collection. 

Section V. Personal Gain

There will be no selling or disbursing of any product for a member’s personal gain during any ESC meetings or functions.

Section VI. Children at Meetings

No children over the age of 6 Months will be permitted at any board or business meeting. The executive board will address special circumstances.
