mnBellamy Plantation Civic League
Meeting of December 4, 2010
The meeting was called to order at 9:10 am by Rose Chandler, league president. There were 16 residents in attendance.

Old Business
A brief summary of the history of the Nike site was reviewed – when the missile site was closed, the property was given to the city and used by Parks & Recreation. Recently a land swap was proposed to obtain a new, larger area to consolidate Parks & Recreation; the city would then sell the Nike site property to developers. It is currently zoned as R-10. The league is unable to determine at this time if any developers are actively interested in the property. BPCL is concerned about where the entrance to any new development would be – hopefully not off Grey Friars Chase. We also would like to preserve some of the wooded area as a buffer between our homes and the new development. A recommendation was made that a committee be formed of volunteers able and willing to attend meetings with city planners, city council, and gather information helpful to the civic league in promoting our interests.
Betty Kemmerer offered to take head this committee. Other volunteers were Steve Kelley, Doug Chandler, Kristi Peterson, Daniela Cossu, Lee Mailander, Tom Turlip, Gary & Linda Piccoli.
New Business
The wooded parcel on the east side of the Salem Canal has come up for rezoning…again. Ocean Bay Construction (owned by the son of the property owner, Mr. Weitzer) has proposed to build townhouse/condo type structures on this property which is currently zoned B-2. This area is known as a seriously restricted flood plain. Our civil league was instrumental in fighting the efforts to rezone this land a several years ago. Mr. Rodney Voelker, who is Water Commissioner for this district, recommended that we request the city’s Beaches and Waterways Advisory Commission to study and review the Salem Canal before any further action is taken on this property. A brief review of this history of this property which originally zoned R-10, then rezoned B-2 as commercial/business property

· In 1996 Konikoff requested change of R-10 to B-2 zoning – this was denied

· In 1997 zoning was changed to B-2

· In 1998 the current 2 story professional building was constructed

· In 2002 Mr.Weitzer submitted a proposal for 3 story senior citizen apartments

· In 2003 rezoning request denied

Rose Chandler will request impact statements from the City Planning department. Lee Troxell offered to create a website to keep residents informed of developments on the wooded site.
In summary, the BPCL is at present working with the city on the proposed development of the Nike Site: we are opposed to rezoning the Salem Canal Wooded Site from B-2 to R-12.

A motion was made and seconded to close the meeting at 11.05am.
