The “Miss Loudoun County” Pageant is open only to applicants who meet the following qualifications, subject to the final approval of the Pageant Chairman:

ELIGIBILITY:  

1. A previous “Miss Loudoun County” winner is NOT eligible.

2. Must be a single female (never married) and at least a freshman in High School and not older than 21 years.

3. Must be a resident of Loudoun County, or if enrolled in college, must have home address in Loudoun County.

4. MUST wear EVENING GOWN/DRESS on night of pageant.
JUDGING:

The Miss Loudoun County Pageant is not strictly a beauty pageant.  Contestants will be judged on the basis of appearance, poise, personality, academic achievements, activities and service in the community.  Beauty has a maximum value of 50% of the total evaluation. (Facial beauty = 25%, Figure/Evening Gown appearance = 25%, On-stage poise = 25%, Community Service/Academics/Activities = 25%)

PRIZES:

 Monetary prizes will be awarded on the evening of competition.  Each participant will receive a memento of the occasion.  Miss Loudoun County will receive $250.00 and a crown and sash.  The 2nd – 5th runners-up will receive a trophy and monetary prize. Every contestant will receive a 5x7 color photograph taken just prior to the pageant (mailed at a later date).  “Miss Loudoun County” will receive an enlarged photograph.

OBLIGATION:  

The Miss Loudoun County Pageant is a registered trademark of the Purcellville Lions Club.  Each “Miss Loudoun County” must represent the Lions Club in a manner reflecting honor upon her, and befitting the high standards of the Lions Club.  Failing to fulfill her obligations, “Miss Loudoun County’s” duties may be delegated by the Lions Club to the 1st Runner-up, etc.

ITENERARY:

“Miss Loudoun County’s” itinerary may include appearances at parades (Purcellville 4th of July, Sterlingfest, etc.) and events sponsored by the Purcellville Business and Professional Association, the Sterling Jaycees, Leesburg Kiwanis Club and other Lions Clubs in Northern Virginia.  She is expected to attend the pageant in the next calendar year to crown her successor if possible.  Appearances require the approval of the Lions Club.

FURTHER COMPETITION:
By mutual agreement between the Purcellville Lions Club and Miss Loudoun, she may compete at higher level in contests within the Washington Metropolitan Area, e.g.: “Miss Metro”.
