Medical Forms :  Welcome to your one stop spot for all 

information about Medical Forms required at camp! 

 

Forms are required for every person in camp.  The camp must keep these medical forms.  Be sure 

to make copies of the forms and mail them to camp no less than two weeks before your camp date.   

Be prepared to leave the copy at camp.  Keep the original in a safe place, it can be used again.  

Copies cannot be made at camp, and they cannot be provided at any later 

time.   

Medical forms are required as follows:  

(1) Youth and adults (regardless of age) staying in camp for less 
than 72 hours are ONLY required to provide a Class I Personal 
Health and Medical Record Form.  This form is the same as the 
one on the back of youth membership application form, unless 
number (3) below applies to an individual.  

(2) Youth and adults under 40 years of age who are staying in camp for 72 hours or more, are 
required to submit a Class I & Class II Personal Health and Medical Record.  This form requires 
evidence of a physical examination by a licensed practitioner within 36 months of camp date.  
The practitioner must either complete the back and sign the form, or a copy of a previous 
examination form must be attached to a current copy of the Class I & Class II form.  Also see 
number (3) below.   

(3)  Adults 40 and over staying longer than 72 hours, or any youth or adult who is currently under 
medical care, takes a prescription medication, requires a medically prescribed diet, has had an 
injury or illness during the past 6 months that limited activity for a week or more, has ever lost 
consciousness during physical activity, or suffered a concussion from a head injury must file a 
Class III Personal Health and Medical History Form. This form requires a physical examination 
within the past 12 months of the camp date.
