GUIDELINES FOR REQUESTING GRANTS
FROM

ASSOCIATION FOR CATHOLIC CHILDHOOD
· Priority will be given to Catholic Community Services Programs of Western Washington  
· Priority will be given to programs that have a proven record of effective service to children and families.

· Programs may apply on an annual basis.  ACC Board-approved grants cover a twelve-month period.
· Grant awards are generally capped at $10,000 per year per program.  
· ACC will accept grant requests for new programs as well as existing programs.
· Grant requests should address how children and families will benefit from ACC funding.

· The recommendations of the funding review committee must be approved by the ACC Board. 
Eligibility

· Each applicant must qualify as a 501(c)(3) tax-exempt organization.

· The project must serve children and families of Western Washington in keeping with the mission of ACC:  The Association for Catholic Childhood, a volunteer organization, provides funding and advocacy for Western Washington children and families in need, regardless of race or creed.
Procedures 

· Please send nine copies of the following: completed application, current budget and report on your last ACC grant (if applicable) using the ACC report form
· Send collated packets to address below.

· Application deadlines are October 1 and March 1.
