Mission Statement
Association for Catholic Childhood, a volunteer organization, provides funding and advocacy for Western Washington children and families in need, regardless of race or creed.
During the fiscal year 2008-2009, the ACC Board awarded $153,880 in grants to twenty agencies in Western Washington, located from Bellingham to Aberdeen.  Since 1999, ACC has given more than $1,255,000 to 
agencies that support children and families in need.  The grants are made possible because of the efforts of 600 women, who belong to 20 active Circles and six inactive Circles, as well as many supporting members.  Fund raising events include luncheons and fashion shows, auctions and parties.  Additional funds are raised by 
seasonal plant sales, garage sales, calendar sales, and a biennial tour of homes.  An Endowment Fund was 
established in 2002 and now stands at $138,330.  On-going in-kind donations by individuals and Circles 
include clothing, layettes, personal care items, books and craft items, as well as countless volunteer hours.
Some of the Major Recipients of Grants from ACC Include:
Adoption Services – Works directly with prospective adoptive parents to ensure that they are able to provide a stable, permanent home for a child.

Children’s Treatment Program — Provides counseling and related mental health services to children and 


families, as well as case management services and referrals to community support.
Foster Care Program – Provides stable nurturing homes for children who cannot live in their biological homes.
Martin Luther King Day Home Center — Provides comprehensive multi-cultural, multi-ethnic early 

childhood education for children ages infant to five years.

Pregnancy Support Services — Provides free counseling and planning services to help women deal with 

unplanned pregnancies.

Youth Tutoring Program — Provides elementary, middle and high school youth living in low-income public housing communities with a safe, nurturing and fun place to explore learning and experience academic success.
