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Facts from the National Osteoporosis  
Foundation: 

As you may already know, being female puts you 
at risk of developing osteoporosis and broken 
bones. There are multiple reasons why women 
are more likely to get osteoporosis then men. 
First of all, women tend to have smaller, thinner 
bones than men. In addition, estrogen is a hor-
mone in women that protects bones. This is why 
the chance of developing osteoporosis increases 
around the time of menopause, when estrogen 
levels drop sharply. In fact, in the five – seven 
years following menopause, a woman can lose 
up to 20% of her bone density. 

 Of the estimated 10 million Americans with 
osteoporosis, about eight million or 80% 
are women. 

 Approximately one in two women over age 
50 will break a bone because of osteoporo-
sis.  

 A woman's risk of breaking a hip is equal to 
her combined risk of breast, uterine and 
ovarian cancer.

REPORTING MYTH BUSTERS 

Reporting  Myth Busters was presented by our own Carlene Garner.  Following is a short list of the Myths, and the 
Facts dispelling them that have come to the attention of GFWC: 
 
Myth:  Clubs can report any volunteer hours that members complete. 
FACT:  Clubs should report ONLY those hours spent by each member in projects APPROVED by the club. 
 
Myth:  Clubs can report time spent in club meetings and the travel time to/from these meetings. 
FACT:  Participation in regular club meetings and travel time to/from these meetings should not be included. 
 
Myth:  In-kind is only a donation of used materials. 
FACT:  In-kind is a donation of goods or services, not monetary or cash.  The gift-in-kind can be new or used goods 
and/or services that have value.  GFWC has provided an “In-Kind Donation Guide” to assist clubs in reporting in-
kind donations on the GFWC Reporting Form.  If a club purchases materials and donates those materials (not the 
money), that donation is in-kind with an actual value of what was spent. 

 
(Look for more information to come from GFWC concerning how to report “dollars donated”, as this designation is 
being changed to “dollars raised”)

Foxie was born in captivity and was raised to spend 
time in hepatitis vaccine research and to be a breeder 
for the biomedical industry.   During that time she 
bore five babies, including a set of twins.  All were  
taken away from her within hours or days.   

When she first came to Cle Elum, Foxie was with-
drawn, choosing to be an observer of her new sur-
roundings.  That changed when she discovered a troll 
doll among the enrichment toys.  Foxie carries one or 
more of these dolls around all day and often plays a 
game of “catch the troll”.
