In February, every first grader will be given a state reading test called the DRA.  Your child will read a story and be assessed in the following areas:

· Accuracy- Can they read all the words correctly? 

· Rate- Do they read 61 or more words per minute?

· Phrasing- Do they read word for word or do they read phrases with expressive interpretation?   

· Retelling- Do they retell the story in the correct order, including the main idea and 8 or 9 supporting details?
