The Kennewick School District’s Facilities Planning Committee meets regularly to assess the district’s building and infrastructure needs. The committee develops the district’s timeline for renovations, upgrades, and new buildings. This timeline is known as the KSD Ten-Year Facilities Plan. With the completion of the projects outlined in the previous plan, the committee has met to project our needs for the next ten year cycle. 





The first phase of the new ten year plan includes the construction of a new elementary in the Cottonwood area to alleviate overcrowding on the west end of town and the renovation of four to five of the elementary buildings on the schedule over the next five years. Ridge View is one of the elementary schools most impacted by overcrowding.  Our enrollment has reached 594 students; it’s highest number since the opening of the school in 1993. Ridge View was also the last elementary school to be built in Kennewick.  Voters will be asked to consider a bond referendum in the spring to fund this first phase of the plan.
